1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Treasurer Myaard.
2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the April 5, 2011 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the financial report.
5. Business Items:
a. Ottawa County Road Commission’s Open House is May 4, 2011.

b. Macatawa Area Express Transit Authority’s quarterly report billed the township $229.10 for twenty-nine $7.90 fares. 
c. Trustee Compagner motioned to approve a request of $1,815 from the Holland/Zeeland Community Foundation for their 4th of July fireworks event. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
6. Committee Reports:

a. FIRE. Committee met April 12. Discussed purchasing policy. Breakfast will be May 14, 2011. 
b. BUILDING /GROUNDS. Committee will meet next week. 
c. ROADS. Construction began on M-21. 
d. PARKS/RECREATION. 
i. Drenthe Grove Association decided to discontinue running the canteen during ballgames. Priority Vending will install pop and snack vending machines.

ii. The Drenthe Grove Annual BBQ is Saturday, August 20. Chicken and hotdogs will be served.

iii. Trustee Compagner motioned to approve mowing and fertilizing of the back part of Drenthe Grove Community Park by Integrity Landscaping for a sum not to exceed $9,400.00. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
7. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Green Commute Week is May 16 – 20. 

b. West Michigan Clean Air Action reports there were 5 action days in 2010, making our township one of the worst areas in the state for air pollution. 
c. Ad-Hoc Fire Committee Meeting. Trustee Oonk reported the committee is uncertain what their roll is in planning for future needs. Trustee Zylstra will prepare and present a formal mandate for the Ad-Hoc committee at the next regular board meeting.  
d. Fred Meijer Trail will open bids Friday, May 6, 2011 at 10:30 am.
e. Ordinance fines totaled $1,458.00. 

f. We received a notice of foreclosure on parcel 70-17-30-100-017. The township has first right of refusal on this property. Supervisor Nykamp asked the board to consider if it would be advisable for the township to purchase this property.
