ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP

BOARD MEETING
August 18, 2009
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on August 18, 2009 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Treasurer Myaard.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the August 4, 2009 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the financial report.  To date, we have received $3,365 for the Gordon J. Ellens Trailside Park.

5. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report.  Holland Hospital ceased construction on the medical building located at 8300 Westpark Way. Mr. Mannes was not given a reason for the cessation or suspension of work. Lakewood Construction completed the retention pond and building footings for the medical building. 
6. Business Items:
a. First Reading of SEWER USAGE AND ADMINISTRATION ORDINANCE #354. The Ordinance addresses concerns of raw sewage entering the sewer system during heavy rain. The board will motion to approve this Ordinance at their next meeting.

b. Trustee Compagner motioned to postpone approval of Drain #20 Invoice until the outcome a meeting with the Drain Commissioner. Trustee Zylstra requested invoices for all the work involved with the drain. Motion postponed.  
c. K-Data Systems recommends software updates and increased storage on the server. The updates should not exceed $400. Trustee Zylstra motioned to proceed with the purchase of General Ledger, Accounts Payable, and Payroll from BS&A for a sum not to exceed $21,285. Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Ayes: Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, Compagner, and Oonk. Nays: Evink. 
d. Trustee Zylstra moved to deny Mr. Windemuller’s request to collect maple syrup from VanZoeren Woods. The decision to deny was based on the board’s concern about a 10 year lease, commercial use of property in a public park, and the environmental impact on the property. Treasurer Myaard seconded the motion which carried unanimously. Supervisor Nykamp would like to visit other maple syrup operations to determine if this would be feasible for VanZoeren Woods at a later date. Trustee Zylstra commended Mr. Windemuller for his well thought out project. 
7. Committee Reports:

a. BOARD OF APPEAL. Chad Spence notified the board that he will no longer be able to serve on the board. Currently the Board is in need of two new members. 
b. FIRE. The Board needs a new fire committee member. Trustee Compagner complimented Fire Chief VanHaitsma for keeping costs under control.
c. ROADS. North and South Maple Court were resurfaced. 76th Ave. reconstruction is complete. Perry Street is under construction. 
8. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Supervisor Nykamp met with Auditor Jim Zwiers and Attorney Ron Bultje concerning remaining funds in the sewer extension bond. A decision was made to transfer the funds to another sewer account. 

b. The Utility millage will be expiring December 31, 2009. Auditor Jim Zwiers will evaluate projected future needs for a utility millage.

c. Zeeland Charter Township received a conditional commitment from the Ottawa County Road Commission to proceed with the Fred Meijer Trail. The stakeholders needed approval to attach the trail to the roadway in certain areas.

d. Trustee Compagner requested Jim DeWilde meet with the Parks/Rec. committee to discus excavating the Drenthe Grove. 

e. Trustee Compagner made a motion to approve spending $89 for Supervisor Nykamp to attend the September 28, 2009 MTA Fall Regional Convention. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously. 

f. Trustee Compagner reported on the recent convention attended by the Trustees and Treasurer. 

g. There are requests for street lights at the following intersections: Quincy St. & 64th Ave., New Holland & 64th Ave., 72nd Ave. & Perry St., Perry St. & 56thAve., Perry St. and 52nd  Ave., Ransom St. and 92nd  Ave. Supervisor Nykamp will request cost estimates for each intersection.
9. Meeting adjourned at 9:15pm.
