REGULAR BOARD MEETING

1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order.

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation offered by Clerk Evink.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the March 18, 2008 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 

3. Clerk Evink announced all board positions are up for election this fall.  Nomination Petitions are available in the office and must be turned in by 4:00 p.m. on May 13.

4. Treasurer Myaard gave his Financial Report. Logan Estates will be working with the township to collect delinquent taxes on personal property within the park. 
5. Joe Haveman, candidate for State Representative, formally announced his candidacy for the 90th District. He is seeking voter support for the August 5th Primary election. 
6. Business Items:
a. Supervisor Nykamp highlighted the recommendations from our computer provider. Trustee Compagner made a motion to replace two work stations at a cost of $2000 for the office. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
b. Nykamp will represent the township at the upcoming MACC Media Discussion.

c. BOARD OF APPEALS. Trustee Oonk reported on a recent meeting addressing the variance on an angled lot in the township. He asked the Planning Commission to look at clarifying the township’s ordinance on angled lots.
8. Supervisor’s Report
a. We have a Quick Claim Deed for property adjoining the Fire Station #1 in Drenthe.
b. We are working with a potential buyer for Phase 1 in Black Creek Development and awaiting paperwork to finalize the purchase.
c. Prein & Newhof will prepare and send a cost estimate for all residents residing along the new water lines. Residents are not required to hook up and will only be billed when they hook up.
