b.      72nd Avenue – Riley to Cul-de-sac at a cost of approximately $305,000.

8. Supervisor Slagh reported on the following: 

a.       Computer Server is ordered and should be here in a month.

b.      Disabiltiy Network has begun a Transportation Research Project.
