Board Meeting Minutes 

August 7, 2007

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on August 7, 2007 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Nykamp and Oonk. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.

1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the July 17, 2007. Trustee 
    Oonk supported the motion which passed. 

3. Supervisor Slagh reminded the Board that the Michigan Township’s Association District 
    Meeting will be September 18, 2007. The location is in Muskegon from 8:00am – 3:30pm, 
    with local and State items being discussed. Supervisor Slagh encouraged the Board 
    members to attend.

4. Trustee Nykamp updated the Board with the Road improvements taking place in Zeeland 
    Charter Township.

5. Trustee Compagner reviewed what was discussed at the Drenthe Grove Association 
    meeting.

6. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:

    a. The 96th Avenue Bike Path between Riley and Quincy is underway and should be 
        completed by September 1, 2007.
    b. The sewer line north of Byron Road connecting to the 3 development, Prairie Winds, 
        Copper Fields and Black Creek Ridge is complete. There was some infiltration in the 
        Black Creek Ridge portion of the line which will need to be corrected before the system 
        is usable.
    c. The building permit funds will now be collected by Viv, Tami and Deb.
    d. We have tickets for the Drenthe Grove Bar-B-Q here in the office for $7.00/a ticket. The 
        Annual Chicken Bar-B-Q will be help Saturday, August 18, 2007
    e. BS&A Software chart showing the number of hits shows the time savings for our 
        employees. This matches the original estimates of amount of usage and therefore cost 
        savings to the Township.
    f. Special Assessments are now available for review on line.
    g. Penal Fines collected from Howard Miller Library were $60,468.29
