August 21, 2007
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on August 21, 2007 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Nykamp, Oonk. Absent: Trustee Compagner
1. Supervisor Slagh called the meeting to order.

          Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

          Invocation was offered by Trustee Barkel.

2. Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to approve the minutes of the August 7, 2007 meeting with corrections. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed.
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave his Financial Report.

5. Building and Zoning Administrator Don Mannes gave his monthly report.

6. Zeeland Charter Township Community Police Officer Dave Tuttle was present to give us a quarterly report. In this Qtr. the top 5 calls for this area: Traffic Complaints – 123, Property Damages and Motorist Assists both at 57, Suspicious Calls – 43, Miscellaneous calls – 41 and Animal Complaints at 37. Deputy Tuttle has reported that he has had the opportunity to be on bike patrol a number of times this summer and notices great response. Deputy Ortman has now taken a position with the City of Hudsonville; Sgt. Summer will be helping cover the Township and Zeeland Schools until Deputy Kimber is back from Maternity leave. Supervisor Slagh asked Deputy Tuttle what his thoughts were to the possibility of officers carrying tasers. Deputy Tuttle’s response was that he thinks they are a good tool in the officers’ tool bag. 

7. Public Hearing declared open for PRIMERA PLASTICS INC.  requesting an INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE.  Ed Blanchard gave a general description of the growth this company has seen within the last couple of years and with that the need to expand its technological abilities; with the intentions of adding 5 new positions, computers, processing and office equipment. Upgrading and securing success and growth is what they are looking forward to. Motion by Treasurer Myaard and supported by Trustee Nykamp to close the public hearing. Carried. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve RESOLUTION #680 approving the Industrial Facilities Exemption in the amount of $915,529.00 for a period of 12 years. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
8. Supervisor Slagh reported to the Board that the Michigan Township’s Association Meeting is set for September 18, 2007, if any board members are interested in going please let Clerk Evink know before August 24, 2007.
9. The latest plans for the Frederik Meijer Kenowa Trail are out with the information of trail segments, considerations and current selection of which side of the road would best suit this trail. The three townships will be applying for a grant this year, hoping for a 2009 funding for the beginning of construction. 3 public Open Houses are scheduled to show the communities the route and impact on individual properties. 12. Supervisor Slagh presented a notice of resignation to the Board. He has accepted the position of the Ottawa County Treasurer with a start date of September 10, 2007. Brad expressed his sincere thanks for the time he has been Supervisor but most of all for the friendships he has made.

13. MACC Tech was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.

14. The Fire Committee Report was reviewed by Trustee Nykamp.
15. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:

a. The sewer system to developments along Byron Road is still not ready for use. There continues to be ground water seeping into it.
b. Road Work Updates: New Holland Street, 72nd Street, and Quincy Street have received the base coat and are waiting for good weather for the top coat.

c. The 96th Bike Path (from Riley to Quincy) has been base coated; the edge work with top soil has been added and should be top coated by the weeks end.
