Moved by Trustee 
      Compagner, supported by Trustee Oonk, to approve the construction and 
      engineering of the bike path, not to exceed and estimated cost of $35,000.

Request additional funding for repair to the bike path at 88th and 

                              Adams Street.  Moved by Trustee Barkel, supported by Trustee Zylstra, to

                              approve the additional funding in the amount of $4,700 for repair to the bike

                              path.  The motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

Zeeland 
                              Township share is 88.73% of the cost or $9,201.30.  Moved by Trustee Oonk, 
                              supported by Trustee Compagner to approve Zeeland Township’s share of the 
                              cleanout.
