Zeeland Charter Township
Board Meeting Minutes 

December 6, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on December 6, 2005 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marily Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk, Van Ginhoven, and Attorney Bultje.

1.      Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Trustee Van Ginhoven.

2.      Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 15, 2005 meeting. Trustee Nykamp supported the motion which passed.

3.      Treasurer Myaard reported that the Winter Taxes went in the mail today.

4.      Deputy Tuttle was present for the Quarterly Community Policing Report. For the Quarter a total of 782 calls in Zeeland Charter Township have needed a Police presence. Deputy Tuttle has responded to 134 of these. It was suggested to Deputy Tuttle that the business of Zeeland Charter Township would like to have more contact from him, he is making on going contacts. Deputy Tuttle also commented that as of November 22 he has been part of our Township for 1 year, and is thankful to be a part of this great community.

5.      Ted Bosgraaf was present to discuss the request for rezoning and PUD for Prairie Winds. Residents Matt and Beth Velderman questioned the commercial area and were informed that at this time there are no plans for that area. Russ Mudget shared concern with the “green screen” that will be placed in his front yard as a buffer for traffic. Ted Bosgraaf explained that he had presented Russ with a draft of a buffer. Clerk Marilyn Evink made a motion to approve ORDINANCE NO. 337 REZONING BOSGRAAF PROPERTY TO PUD AND APPROVE RESOLUTION NO. 630  containing the Township Board’s decision concerning an application for a proposed Planned Unit Development subject to change of 3 V on page 10 to read that the construction of berm will begin June 1, 2006 and will be maintained by the Prairie Winds Association. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

6.      Public Hearing declared open for PRIMERA PLASTICS INC., requesting an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate. Ben Zania and Bob Burch were present and gave a general description of the request. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Treasurer Myaard to close the public hearing, carried. Trustee Van Ginhoven made a motion to approve RESOLUTION NO. 629 approving the Industrial Facilities Exemption, in the amount of $212,184.00 for 12 years. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

7.      Public Hearing declared open for Scott Bosgraaf – Village of Woodbridge for R-PUD zoning and preliminary Site Plan Review. Scott Bosgraaf presented the Board the site plan for the Village of Woodbridge. Residents Bill DeVries who lives on Woodbridge shared his concerns with the amount of traffic this development will add to this street. Jack VanDyke has questions with the storm water issues in the area and where all the water will drain to. Motion made by Clerk Evink and supported by Trustee Nykamp to close the public hearing. Carried. ORDINANCE NO.  338 WAS INTRODUCED FOR FIRST READING FOR VILLAGE OF WOODBRIDGE TO PUD ZONING.  Motion made by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Compagner to have the Site Plan Review sent back to the Planning Commission for a more complete and detailed Site Plan including complete Narrative, Covenants & Restrictions, and Easements for Storm Water Management for the Planning Commission. Carried.

8.      Motion made by Trustee Van Ginhoven and supported by Trustee Oonk to approve the draft of 11/12/05 to SETTLERS GROVE. Specifics related to the development of the property are as follows.

a)      For an easement along the south boundary of our new parcel for storm sewer.

b)      To share in the cost up to  $13,731.60 for the water main pipe resizing from 8” to 12”.

c)      Zeeland Charter Township will assist in the Sanitary Sewer extra depth cost up to $34,849.00.

d)      Zeeland Charter Township will not be assisting in the cost sharing of a turn lane improvement at 68th and Adams Street.

e)      To have a payback agreement made up for Front Footage reimbursement for building the sewer line along 68th Ave.

                        Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

9.      Supervisor Brad Slagh, committee member for the AREA AIRPORT AUTHORITY EXPLORATORY COMMITTEE gave a power point presentation to the Zeeland Charter Township Board Members. This Committee was charged with exploring the advisability and feasibility of forming a Michigan Community Airports Act airport authority to assume operation of Tulip City Airport from the City of Holland. The formation of a regional airport authority is an opportunity to support a vital, community transportation asset. Residents Randy and Gayle Pugh who own Ottawa Executive Airport here in Zeeland Charter Township expressed their concerns with making our residents put their tax payers money into this Authority when Zeeland Charter Township has a working airport within this community. Al Friend shared many concerns over tax payers monies used to put into this Airport Authority that simply wouldn’t be necessary. Motion made by Trustee Van Ginhoven and supported by Trustee Nykamp to table this until the December 20th Board Meeting to allow them to process this information and give the Boards decision at that time. Carried.

10.  Motion made by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Treasurer Myaard to approve  RESOLUTION # 627 FOR THE SOCIAL SECURITY POLICY RESOLUTION. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.   

11.   Supervisor Brad Slagh also reported on the following:

a)      There will not be an Open House that was reported in the press scheduled for December 11, 2005. Supervisor Slagh is postponing this to a later date and commented what a great way for us to communicate with the residents of Zeeland Charter Township.

b)      Motion made by Treasurer Myaard and supported by Trustee Compagner to approve all Committee members that will be serving another term. Approved.

c)      Motion made by Trustee Van Ginhoven and supported by Trustee Compagner to appoint Don Steenwyk to the Planning Commission for a 3 year term. Approved.

d)      Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Treasurer Myaard to approve 2006 meeting schedule with the following changes. Eliminate the Board Meeting scheduled for July 4, 2006. Also noted that the Fire Committee meetings will be scheduled for the 2nd Tuesday of every month starting January 2006.
