ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP
BOARD MEETING
FEBRUARY 5, 2008
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board Meeting on February 5, 2008 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan.   Members present:  Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees  Compagner, Oonk, Zylstra,  Barkel.  
1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order.

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation offered by Trustee Barkel.
2. Trustee Compagner made a motion to approve the minutes of Jan. 15, 2008.  Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed. 

3. Business Items:

1) Trustee Compagner made a recommendation to purchase land adjacent to the Drenthe Fire Station for $20,000.  The proposal will also include a right of first refusal for the remaining Bareman property.  The property in consideration will provide the Fire Department with needed parking space. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
2) Supervisor Nykamp presented a first reading of the VIDEO SERVICE PROVIDER RIGHT OF WAY ORDINANCE  NO. 347. This Ordinance returns control to the township for public rights-of-way as to video service providers that had been in the Uniform Franchise.  Action on this ordinance will occur at the March 18, 2008 board meeting.
3) Supervisor Nykamp reported that Zeeland Hospital requested installation of two street lights.  Zeeland Hospital will pay $1420 for the installation of a positional light at M-121 and Felch and a light at their east drive on Washington Ave.  The township will cover the operational expenses of maintaining the street lights. Trustee Zylstra made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION  NO. 690 regarding the installation of the STREET LIGHTS, Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

4. Committee Reports:

1) BUILDING & GROUNDS: Chairman Compagner expressed an interest in purchasing audio/video equipment for the township hall.  The board supported his decision to look for portable equipment that could be used in both the conference room as well as the basement meeting room.  Nykamp also reported on the status of the office equipment and a need for continuing maintenance and timely upgrades.

2) MACC &MACC TECH: Treasurer Myaard reported that Holland City is requesting assistance in covering the expenses of MACC TV.  They are suggesting townships pay $7425 towards their TV program.  
3) CEMETARY: Treasurer Barkel reported on his research concerning grave markings.  He will have a meeting next month to discuss action.

5. Supervisor’s Report

1) Last week’s meeting for the Fred Meijer Trail was cancelled due to        inclement weather.
2) 2008 Water Main Projects.  There is $418,000 budgeted for two projects this year; Black Creek Ridge-Felch St. and Frontage along 84th -88th. 

3) Last month’s report showed two payments for some police personnel.  This was not a double payment.
4) The Zeeland Historical Society is seeking contributions for a State of Michigan historical marker highlighting the chicken industry which made Zeeland the Chick capital of the central United States.
5) West Michigan Strategic Alliance recommends the township provide a representative to serve on their board.
6) Dean Boeve from Michigan Municipal League inspected the township hall and fire barns.  He made suggestions to increase safety and bring the buildings in compliance with MIOSHA standards.
