BOARD MEETING
FEBRUARY 19, 2008
Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board Meeting on February 19, 2008 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan.   Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Oonk, Zylstra, Barkel.  
1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order.

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the Feb. 5, 2008 meeting.  Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed. 

3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment.  Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave his Financial Report. 
5. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report. He expressed a desire to clarify definitions in the Township Zoning Ordinance.  There will be a public hearing March 11, 2008 for recommendations to set minimum main floor square footages for R-1 and R-2 zones.

6. Officer Tuttle reported on police activity in the township.  The department was issued a Tazer and training is complete.
7. Business Items:
a.)Supervisor Nykamp presented a request for financial support to the Ottawa County Economic Development Office.  Trustee Compagner made a motion to give $3080 to OCEDO. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
b.) Trustee Compagner presented ideas for portable audio/visual equipment to be used in the board room as well as the conference room. No action was taken at this time.
8. Committee Reports:
a.) PLANNING COMMISSION.  Treasurer Myaard reported on the Feb. 12, 2008 meeting.  Issues discussed were a requested addition to Woodways building as well as updating landscaping and housing ordinances.  
b.) MACC. Treasurer Myaard reported on the status of the shared use path spanning I-196 along Adams Street.  

c.) FIRE. Trustee Compagner reported on the Feb. 12, 2008 quarterly meeting.  Brian Claerbaut was appointed the new citizen representative and Craig Harrison appointed chaplain.  The fire department is requesting a 3% increase for meeting compensations, per call rate, and salaries.  The board decided to review the request and delay vote to a later date.
d.) BUILDING AND GROUNDS. Trustee Compagner shared the need for repairs to the floor at the Beaverdam Fire Department.  Supervisor Nykamp asked to delay work until decisions on the new water line are confirmed.
e.) ROADS. Decisions for summer paving will be made at the Feb. 26 meeting.

9. Supervisor’s Report
a.) The township will continue to seek additional funding for the Fred Meijer Trail.

b.) A couple of residents on 72nd Ave. notified the Board of water issues they are having. Some homes have had problems in the past. The Board was asked to extend the water line north from Ransom St. Clerk Evink made a motion to proceed with a water extension from Ransom to New Holland streets along 72nd Ave.  Motion was supported by Trustee Compagner and passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
10. Attorney Issues.  Attorney Bultje gave the option to go into closed session to discuss an attorney/client privilege.  Trustee Zylstra made a motion to go into closed session to discuss a written attorney client opinion letter which is exempt from disclosure due to the Freedom of Information Act. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a role call vote.
12.  Board returned from closed session.
