Board Meeting Minutes 

February 7, 2006

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on February 7, 2006 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Oonk, Van Ginhoven. Absent: Trustee Nykamp 
1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Treasurer Myaard.
2. Trustee Compagner made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 17, 2006 meeting. Treasurer Oonk supported the motion which passed.
3. Carol Aman was present with her son and addressed the board regarding the need for Zeeland Charter Township to offer Public transportation from the M.A.X to the township residents. She knows of several individuals within our Modular Home Parks that would benefit from this and shared those concerns with the Board.
4. Zeeland Charter Township Community Policing Report was given by Deputy Dave Tuttle. For this quarter a total of 406 calls in Zeeland Charter Township have needed a Police presence. He noted his numbers were down, due to the fact of time off that he took to be home with his wife and new addition. It had been suggested to Deputy Tuttle to have more contact with our Township Business Owners, and the response he has received because of this has been very positive. Also noted he has been asked to teach an off-road vehicle course which will consist of 3 -  3 hour classes, one in March, April and May. This time teaching is all paid through an O.R.V. grant.
5. Settlers Grove developer requested that he be allowed to pave an 8’ wide path into the park from their development. It was noted from the Board this was a very good idea. Motion from Trustee Compagner and support from Treasurer Myaard to allow these paths as shown on the plan. All ayes, absent: Trustee Nykamp.
6. Motion by Clerk Evink to adopt RESOLUTION #635 A CREDIT CARD POLICY for Zeeland Charter Township. This would be for Township, and Fire Department usage. Support of this motion was given from Trustee Compagner which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Nykamp.
7. Motion by Trustee Van Ginhoven to have Secretaries Tami Koomen and Deb Kortman take the steps necessary to become Notaries so that we can offer this as a standard service to our Township Constituents. Along with this motion will be service charge of $3.00 for residents outside of Zeeland Charter Township. Support for this motion was given from Treasurer Myaard which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent Trustee Nykamp.
8. Motion by Clerk Evink and support by Trustee Oonk to have all Land Division Act splits be authorized by our Zoning administrator Don Mannes, prior to processing by Assessor Steve Hansen. All ayes, Absent: Trustee Nykamp.
9. Supervisor Slagh distributed materials from Attorney Ron Bultje on financing of the sewer project necessary for the developing of the property along Byron Road and 76th Ave. 
10.  Trustee Oonk reported on the Appeal Board minutes from the January 24, 2006 meeting.
11.  Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:
a)  Ottawa County Road Commission made a 4 way stop at the corner of 88th and Quincy. This was requested from Zeeland Charter Township due to the number of injuries reported.
b) The Zoning Ordinance rewrite is progressing nicely.
c) The Master Plan Public Hearing is scheduled for February 14, 2006.
