BOARD MEETING

July 7, 2009
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on July 7, 2009 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Supervisor Nykamp and Clerk Evink.
1. Treasurer Al Myaard called the meeting to order. 

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation offered by Trustee Compagner.
2. Trustee Oonk motioned to appoint Trustee Compagner President Pro    Tem. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed. Absent: Nykamp and Evink.
3. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the June 16,    2009 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. Absent Nykamp and Evink.
4. Treasurer Myaard reported $2,590 in donations have been received for      the Gordon Ellens Trailside Park.

5. Business Items:
a. The board discussed acceptable uses for township parks. The decision was made that township parks are intended for non-commercial purposes only.
b. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve upgrading the Server storage capacity for an amount not to exceed $1000. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Ayes: Barkel, Myaard, Compagner, Oonk, Zylstra. Absent: Nykamp, Evink. 
c. Summer Legislative Conference is August 13-14. Treasurer Myaard motioned for the board to receive two days of per diem pay for the conference. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Ayes: Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Compagner, and Oonk. Absent: Nykamp and Evink. Treasurer Myaard motioned to have Zeeland Township cover the Thursday evening dinner expense for spouses. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. Ayes: Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Compagner, and Oonk. Absent: Nykamp and Evink.
6. Committee Reports:
a. MACC & MACC TECH. During the Policy Meeting on June 22 the Transportation Improvement Policy was amended to remove the roundabout project and replace it with resurfacing for 96th Ave between Roosevelt and Riley.

b. FIRE. The Zeeland Charter Township Board wishes to thank Wayne TerHaar for his 54 years of commendable service in the Volunteer Fire Department. Mr. TerHaar’s retirement was effective July 1, 2009. There will be an open house for Mr. TerHaar July 9, 2009 at Fire Station #3 at 8:00 pm.

c. CEMETERY. Signs are ready for the two inactive cemeteries. Treasurer Myaard suggested postponing installation of the Presbyterian sign until surveys are complete.
d. ROADS. The board decided not to reapply brine to 72nd Ave.
e. PARKS/RECREATION. Jim Dewilde of MC Smith and Associates recommends altering the grant application for Drenthe Grove Park to include a wetland area which will tie in with the creek and enhance drainage of the area instead of the original proposed fish pond.
7. Deputy Supervisor’s Report.

a. Damage assessment of recent flooding. The township submitted damages for bike paths. Private claims were submitted to Ottawa County. Initial indications are that there are not enough sites that will qualify to reach the minimum for private aid. 
b. Board of Review will meet July 21per typical annual review process to correct mutual mistakes of fact and clerical errors in the tax roll.
