BOARD MEETING

July 15, 2008

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on July 15, 2008 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compager, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Clerk Evink.

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the July 1, 2008 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. 
3. Citizen Participation/Public Comment. Al Dannnenberg presented himself as a candidate for the 9th District County Commissioner position.


4. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Mileage reimbursement will increase from .505 to .585 cents per mile.
5. Treasurer Myaard gave the Financial report.           

6. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report. Eight building permits were drawn for the month of June, four were for new homes.
7. Business Items:
a. Public Hearing was opened for LAKESHORE CANDLE CO.   PA 198 APPLICATION. 

b. Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to close the public hearing.   Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed.

c. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 693 FOR LAKESHORE CANDLE CO. in the amount of $1,270,000. Trustee Barkel  supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

d. Clerk Evink made a motion to adopt  ORDINANCE NO. 349,  REZONING THE WOLFERT PROPERTY  from Agricultural to   R-1 Residential.   Motion supported by Treasurer Myaard and passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
e. Trustee Barkel made a motion to adopt ORDINANCE NO. 350 TO REZONE THE PROPERTY LOCATED ON THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF 64TH AND BYRON ROAD, from Agricultural to Mixed Use Village.  Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

8. Committee Reports:

a. PLANNING COMMISSION. Approved minutes were reviewed by Treasurer Myaard. 
b. FIRE.  Drenthe Fire Station’s driveway is undergoing renovation. We thank Allendale Communications for temporarily housing the fire trucks. The Fire Committee will be looking at the Fire Chief’s position as well as replacing the multipurpose truck. 

c. PARKS AND RECREATION.  A student from Grand Valley met with board members to discuss various uses for VanZoren Woods. Survey cards requesting public input will be placed in the park with the intention of gathering citizen interest in further development.

d. ELECTION.  Election, workers, and polling places were approved for the August 5 State Primary Election. Clerk Evink made a motion to request a 4th Precinct for an Election Counting Board for Absentee Ballots only for the November General Election. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed.
9. Supervisor’s Report.

a. The gravel base on the Adams Street Shared Use Path is complete. Piles for the boardwalk are installed.
b. Water Projects along 72nd Ave. and Frontage Road are complete. Final testing should be completed soon on Felch Street.
c. Supervisor Nykamp will be reviewing the budget in August.
