Board Meeting Minutes 

July 19, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on July 19, 2005 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk and Van Ginhoven. Absent: Attorney Bultje.

1.      Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Treasurer Myaard.

2.      Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 5, 2005 Meeting. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed.

3.      Scott Pepper, Resident of Zeeland Charter Township was present and expressed concerns of the possible rezoning behind his property for the Copper Field Development. He would like to see in the future, earlier notices for the neighboring properties, for the residents to have more time to provide input.

4.      Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Van Ginhoven made a motion to approve payment of bills, Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

5.      Treasurer Myaard’s  Report was given. Noted that tax bills have been sent and payments are coming in. Also noted was, how much money would the Howard Miller Library collect from Zeeland Charter Township Ordinance fines. Checking into this.

6.      Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly Report.

7.      Greg Holcombe and Derk Walkotten were present from Macatawa Greenway, They gave a power point presentation on the Plan to protect and connect Natural Lands, Streams, and open spaces for People and Wildlife. Over 110,000 acres of Land represented throughout surrounding communities within the Macatawa Watershed.

8.      Motion made by Clerk Evink to approve ORDINANCE #332 – VANDYKE PROPERTY – AG. TO C-2 REZONING.  Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

9.      Motion made by Trustee Van Ginhoven to approve ORDINANCE #333 – R.J.C DEVELOPERS {5 front acres of Settlers Grove} PROPERTY – AG. TO R-1 REZONING. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

10.  Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to approve ORDINANCE #334 – R.J.C. DEVELOPERS {22.9 back acres of Settlers Grove} PROPERTY – AG. TO R-1 REZONING.   Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

11.  Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to grant a PRELIMINARY APPROVAL OF THE REVISED PRELIMINARY PLAT OF SETTLERS GROVE  (PHASE I). Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with all ayes. 

12.  Regarding the Township Ordinance book re-write Proposal from Langworthy Strader LeBlance & Associates, Inc., there were some concerns with its current form. Therefore Supervisor Slagh will be bringing it back for changes before the Township Board gives its approval.

13.  Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to award the bid for the WOODBRIDGE/ADAMS STEET SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION to Curt DeYoung for the amount of $55,754.00. Trustee Oonk  supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

14.  The Annual Audit Completion and Report was in good order. No questions from the Board regarding the Audit.

15.   Treasurer Myaard reported on the Planning Commission minutes from the July 12, 2005 meeting.

-         Treasurer Myaard introduced for FIRST READING – ORDINANCE #335 - MULDER PROPERTY – AG. TO C2 REZONING.
-         Treasurer Myaard reported on the Wolverine Power Systems 80th & Riley.
-         Treasurer Myaard reported that Haworth Homes Rezoning Tabled.
-         Treasurer Myaard reported that Ted Bosgraaf introduced a 224 housing development between 68th – 64th.
-         Treasurer Myaard reported that Brenda Moore from L.S.L recommended going forward with the Master Plan.  The Board will act on this after they review the document.

16.  The MACC & MACC Tech. Committee was reviewed by Treasurer Al Myaard.

17.  Ottawa County Commissioner Ed Berghorst was present and reported that the 3 parcels in the UPPER MAC.  have been approved to purchase. Interjection from Trustee Nykamp stated it would be nice to have better communication from the County Parks and Recreation with the Board of Trustees more than every couple of years.

18.  Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:

1)      Motion being made by Clerk Evink to have the Adams Street Sewer Project Stretch Bike Path have an over-layment of Black top to level the lateral spots, at the cost of $5,745.00 over the original cost to lay the bike path. Trustee Van Ginhoven supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

2)      Board of Review met today, July 19th 2005

3)      Money for Trails – Possible money available for trail development.

19.  On behalf of Mr. Buter, Trustee Nykamp presented a map of Zeeland Charter Township dated 1876, which will be hung within our office.
