BOARD MEETING

June 17, 2008

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on June 17, 2008 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Trustee Compagner.  

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.

2. Motion made by Trustee Barkel to approve the minutes of the June 3, 2008 meeting. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed. Absent Compagner. 


3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent Compagner.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the Financial report.           

5. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report.
a. Six building permits were issued in May.
b. The ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT ORDINANCE NO. 348 is complete and in printable form. We will be posting it on the web and adding it to our current ordinance book.
c. Mannes attended the Wind Energy symposium held at the Grand Haven Community Center. Several speakers covered various aspects of wind energy. ZCT has an updated wind ordinance. The symposium recommended including a decommission plan to replace aging wind turbines. 
6. Business Items:
a. Copper Fields PUD changes. The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing on June 10, 2008. 
b. Rezoning of Wolfert Property. Mannes introduced for FIRST READING REZONING THE WOLFERT PROPERTY ORDINANCE NO. 349 from Agricultural to R-1 Residential.     
c. Rezoning of Vriesland Country Store LLC. The Planning Commission recommended rezoning Parcel # 70-17-22-200-022. Treasurer Myaard introduced for FIRST READING REZONING ORDINANCE NO. 350 to rezone the property located on the southwest corner of 64th and Byron Road from Agricultural to Mixed Use Village.
d. Sale of Alcohol. Supervisor Nykamp spoke with Attorney Ron Bultje concerning the request for alcohol sales in the township. Trustee Zylstra made a motion for Nykamp to contact the requesting party and recommend they circulate an advisory petition among township residents to determine interest in repealing the retail alcohol sales prohibition ordinance. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. Absent Compagner

e. BROWNFIELD ISSUES. In 2003 Scott Bosgraaf received a Brownfield classification for property near Woodbridge Elementary School. He is now seeking reimbursement for expenses related to cleaning up the contaminated site. Treasure Myaard made a motion to reimburse Bosgraaf $325,128.29. Clerk Evink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Compagner.

7. Committee Reports:

a. ROADS – There will be a Public Meeting on July 9 to discuss the realignment between MDOT and M-21. 72nd Ave. which will be repaired between Chicago drive and Riley.
b. BOARD OF APPEAL- The Board approved a ten foot set back variance for Doug DeJonge to construct a sunroom addition to his house. 
c. PARKS AND RECREATION.  The Drenthe Grove will celebrate its 50th Anniversary of their Chicken Barbeque on August 16. Trustee Oonk made a motion for the Zeeland Township Board to provide $1,500 to offset expenses for the event from the Parks Fund.  Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call. Absent: Compagner.
d. PARKS AND RECREATION cont.  Two Grand Valley students will be working with the township to identify trees and assess recreational opportunities for the Upper Mac Recreation Area and VanZoren Woods.
8. Attorney Ron Bultje responded to the June 3rd Board Meeting issue concerning water problems experienced by Brian Moorehouse living in Sundance Estates. Bultje determined Zeeland Charter Township was not responsible to require a drainage system, based on the existing soil, and therefore the township has no liability. 
9. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Storm related issues. Wash out on 68th Ave. north of Riley required a 4 x 40’ tile to be replaced with 6 x 60’ tile. Many residents experienced water in basements causing significant damage. 
b. OCRC Bond Request.  The Road Commission will ask the County Board to add .5 mills on the November ballot for roads. 
c. Water Projects Update. Final connections were made last Tuesday on 72nd Ave. Crews are repairing rain damage and getting ready to attach both ends of the pipe going under the expressway. Final testing on Frontage and 72nd Ave. will occur soon.
d. Max Michmerhuizen is moving out of township and submitted his letter of resignation to the Board of Appeals. Zeeland Charter Township thanks Max for his many years of service to the township.
