BOARD MEETING

June 3, 2008

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on June 3, 2008 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra.  

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the May 20, 2008 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed.  

3. Doug Bazuin of Disability Network Lakeshore presented the unmet transportation needs of the Macatawa Area. This organization seeks to create a responsive, sustainable, community driven transportation system linking Kent, Ottawa, and Muskegon Counties.  One hundred forty citizens of Zeeland Township were surveyed through Hope College’s Frost Center. The majority would support a public transportation system through tax dollars.

4. Business Items:

a.   Public Hearing was opened for WOODWAYS INDUSTRIES  PA 198
APPLICATION. Tim Waterway and Ken Rizzio were present to explain their request.

b. Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to close the public hearing.   Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed.

c. Trustee Compagner motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 692 approving an Industrial Development District for WOODWAYS INDUSTRIES. Clerk Evink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 


d. ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​Clerk Evink made a motion to adopt an Ottawa County resolution regarding  ROAD RAGE AWARENESS WEEK.  Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

5. Committee Reports:

a. BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS –Treasurer Compagner made a motion to survey and construct a 6’ privacy fence along the west boundary and a shorter fence on the northeast corner of the Township owned lot at 64th and Adams at a cost of $4,500.00. Motion supported by Trustee Oonk. Ayes: Barkel, Zylstra, Myaard, Nykamp, Oonk, Compagner. Nays: Evink.  
6. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Water Projects -72nd Ave. is installed and drip tested. Work should be complete in a week.


b. Adams Street Shared Use Path – Work began June 2 and should be completed in five to six weeks. This project includes paving the parking lot at the Drenthe Fire Station.

c. There is a Wind Energy Symposium in Grand Haven on June 5.

d. Road work on 72nd Ave. and grading on 64th Ave. is progressing nicely.

e. Allendale telephone will be using directional boring on the south side of Byron Rd. to install fiber optic cable.

f. The Upper Macatawa Natural Area Dedication is June 19 at 4:00 p.m.  After the ceremony, there will be refreshments and hikes to view this large restoration project. Dedication will be at the 84th Street entrance north of Adams Street.
