Board Meeting Minutes 

June 21, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on June 21, 2005 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Nykamp, Oonk, and Van Ginhoven, and Attorney Ron Bultje. Absent, Trustee Compagner.

1.      Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Supervisor Brad Slagh.

2.      Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 7, 2005 Meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed.

3.      Ottawa County Drain Commissioner, Paul Geerlings gave an update on the Timmer dam, Drain Commissioner Geerlings reported over the past 25 years there has been approximately $75,000.00 spent on maintenance. The removal of the dam will cost approximately $80,000. Due to the need of continued repairs to the Timmer dam, Drain Commissioner Geerlings made a request to Supervisor Brad Slagh to have him write a letter to the Department of Environmental Quality for the REMOVAL OF THE TIMMER DAM.
4.      Trustee Nykamp made a motion to have Supervisor Brad Slagh write this letter to the D.E.Q., for the removal of the Timmer dam. Clerk Evink supported the motion which passed.

5.      Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Van Ginhoven made a motion to approve payment of bills, Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.

6.      Treasurer Myaard’s Report was given.

7.      Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly Report.

8.      Hearing declared open for STONE PLASTICS & MANUFACTURING, INC. requesting an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate.
9.      Mike Dozeman was present and gave a general introduction of Stone Plastics & Manufacturing, Inc. Description of the project for which the exemption is sought. It will include an addition of 33,600 square feet of manufacturing space and completion of 3,000 square feet of the office space.
