1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the May 15, 2007. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed.

4. Motion by Trustee Nykamp to approve adoption of ORDINANCE #344 MICMERHUIZEN PROPERTY REZONING FROM AG TO C-1.  Motion supported by Trustee Compagner and passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

5. Motion by Clerk Evink to approve adoption of ORDINANCE #345 KOEMAN PROPERTY REZONING FROM AG TO C-2. Motion supported by Trustee Oonk and passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

6. Motion by Trustee Nykamp to reject the 2 bids for the 3 parcels that Zeeland Charter Township has for sale. The bids were for $63,900.00 and $68,000.00. Consensus of the Board was that the parcels are worth more than these bid amounts. Motion supported by Trustee Barkel. Carried.
  

7. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Oonk to approve the $32.00 per diem pay for each Board Member attending the MTA Legislative Forum in August, 2007. Motion carried.
  

8. MAAC Policy meeting from May 21, 2007 was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.
  

9. Lieutenant Steve Kempker introduced Deputy John Ortman to the Board. John will be here in Zeeland Charter Township for the summer, replacing officer Kimber.
  

10. Status of road improvements was reviewed by Trustee Nykamp.
  

11. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following: 

a.       Byron Road Forcemain is nearly finished for operations to begin mid to end of June, 2007 for the 3 developments along Byron Road.

b.      Water/Sewer Development Agreements along Byron Road should be ready this week.

c.       Restoration is complete for the 96th Avenue Bike Path from Woodbridge to Adams. 

d.      Bids are due at noon on June 20, 2007 for the next section on 96th Avenue from Riley to Quincy.
