BOARD MEETING
MARCH 18, 2008
Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board Meeting on March 18, 2008 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan.   Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Oonk, Barkel. Absent: Trustee Zylstra
1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order.

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation offered by Trustee Compagner.
2. Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to approve the minutes of the March 4, 2008 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. 

3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment.  Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent Zylstra.
4. Clerk Evink announced all board positions are up for election this fall.  Nomination Petitions are available in the office and must be turned in by 4:00 p.m. on May 13.

5. Treasurer Myaard gave his Financial Report. Settlement with the County is complete on taxes outstanding.
6. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report.  Attorney Bultje is preparing text to clarify definitions in the Township Zoning Ordinance.  

7. Business Items:
a. Kit Karsen from the Zeeland Historical Society reported on the status of the New Gronigan School renovation. He is seeking financial support from the community to further the project.
b. Derk Walkotten from Greenway Partnership presented progress on the Macatawa Greenway project. They are witnessing success in wetland reclamation.
c. VIDEO SERVICE RIGHT OF WAY ORDINANCE 347. Clerk Evink made a motion to adopt ORDINANCE 347 which returns control to the township for right-of-ways.  Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent Zylstra.
d. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve RESOLUTION NO. 691 which revises the special assessment roll for SEWER SPECIAL ASSESSMENT DISTRICT NO. 06-01. Treasurer Oonk supported the motion. Ayes: Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, Compagner, Oonk. Nays: Evink. Absent: Zylstra.
e. Bids were opened for the two proposed water projects. Motion was made by Oonk to accept the bid for work on BLACKBROOK DR AND FRONTAGE ROAD from Ron Meyer & Associates at the amount of $205,788.16. Total cost includes engineering fees of $61,711.84 minus an 18% refund from the Consolidated Water Fund of ($48,150) for a total project cost of $219,350. Motion supported by Compagner and passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.
f. Motion made by Evink to accept the bid for work on 72ND STREET EXTENSION from Ron Meyer & Associates at the amount of $132,277.99. Total cost includes engineering fees of $39,722.01 minus an 18% refund from Consolidated Water Fund of ($28,393.55) plus $14,258.04 for water service connections for a total project cost of $129,348.41. Motion supported Myaard and passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.
g. Trustee Compagner made a motion to approve the 2008 LAWN CARE BID submitted by Mike and Jack Seinen. Motion was supported by Trustee Oonk and passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.

h. ZCT received a letter from Ottawa County Central Dispatch announcing the expiration of our 20 year millage funding 911 services. They will be seeking new funding on the August election ballot. Clerk Evink made a motion to support Ottawa County Dispatch’s request for .44 mills to continue 911 services. Motion supported by Barkel. Motion carried. Lisa Freeman was directed to draft a letter of support.
i. Supervisor Nykamp submitted Mike Riemersma’s name for Board of Appeals. Trustee Oonk made a motion to appoint Mike Riemersma to serve on the Board of Appeals. Trustee Myaard supported. Motion carried.
8. Committee Reports:
a. BUILDING AND GROUNDS. Trustee Compagner updated the board on Audio/Visual equipment for the board room. Trustee Oonk made a motion to allow Building and Grounds Committee to purchase Audio/Visual board room equipment not to exceed $2500. Motion supported by Compagner which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.
b. Fire Station #3 furnaces need immediate replacement. Trustee Oonk motioned to replace the two furnaces for the cost of $3000. Clerk Evink supported. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.
c. PARKS AND RECREATION. Trustee Oonk reported their      committee will be using the website and spring newsletter to solicit volunteer help in maintaining the township parks.
d. Supervisor Nykamp stated the Township was unable to garner grant money for the Drenthe Grove Park. The Township will reapply in the fall for additional DNR funding.

e. ELECTIONS. Clerk Evink announced the next election is May 6.

9. Supervisor’s Report
a. The Board of Review considered approximately thirty parcels. Report pending.
b. ZCT received a check from Scientific Brake for $6,417.51. This is reimbursement for expenses incurred as a result of an accident on I-196.
c. ZCT is proceeding with a Quick Claim Deed to purchase property adjoining Fire Station #1.
