Board Meeting Minutes 

March 7, 2006

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on March 7, 2006 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Oonk, Van Ginhoven. Absent; Clerk Evink and Trustee Nykamp.
1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Supervisor Slagh.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes from the February 21, 2006 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. Absent: Clerk Evink and Trustee Nykamp.
3. Tom Vanderkaai was present and gave a presentation regarding the 31 bypass currently planned to start off from I-196 within Zeeland Charter Township. He disagrees with this and feels strongly that it would be more time, cost, and economically effective to start this just south of Holland and using existing 31 corridor to create an urban freeway. He shared these concerns with the Board members and encouraged them to think about his theory.
4. Kit Karsen was present from the Zeeland Historical Society. He spoke briefly regarding the Veneklasen brick homes and schools in the area, and that this Society is looking to have area Townships join in to help with cost in restoring the New Groningen School as a pioneer school.
5. Treasurer Myaard’s financial report was given.
6. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the request from Supervisor Slagh to honor the bid to Bruce Alan Enterprises for Road Dust Control. The quote for the 2006 season is $24,000.00. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Ayes: Trustees Oonk, Compagner, Van Ginhoven, Supervisor Slagh, and Treasurer Myaard. Absent: Clerk Evink, and Trustee Nykamp.
7. Supervisor Slagh reported that our current Township Computer Maintenance Vendor’s business has grown to a point where it was suggested Zeeland Charter Township establish a relationship with another vendor. After researching this Supervisor Slagh recommends developing a relationship with Shoreline Computer Systems because this organization is working with multiple smaller municipalities and the inherent understanding of the BS&A and Fund Balance Software that we all use. 
8. The MACC meeting from February 23, 2006 was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.
9. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:
a) Bids will be due on the morning of March 28, 2006 for the Woodbridge Sanitary Sewer project. With this project scheduled to begin very soon after school is completed for the school year.
b) Resolutions for millages will be announced at the next board meeting. A 1 mill renewal for fire. Along with a 1 mill renewal for Roads. This needs to be passed before May to have these on our August ballet.
c) There will be an I.F.T. for Walters Gardens presented at our next Board Meeting.
