Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board Meeting on March 4, 2008 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan.   Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Oonk, Zylstra, Barkel.  Absent: Clerk Evink
1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order.

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.
2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the Feb. 18, 2008 Board meeting.  Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 

3. Treasurer Myaard reported on collected taxes.  The township collected tax on 94.4% of the parcels in the township.
4. Business Items:
a.)  Mr. Andy Bass & Ms. Barb Pyle, Mac Media representatives, reported on the need for financial support for MAC MEDIA, the TV Network – Charter 22.  Mr. Bass and Ms. Pyle will organize a meeting of the six units of government involved in the original contract.
b.) Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve payment of the installation of a street light on 72nd Avenue and Riley Street.  The motion was supported by Treasurer Myaard which passed with a roll call vote.
5. Treasurer Myaard gave a report from MACC Policy & MACC Transportation Committee.

6.  FIRE.  Trustee Compagner moved to increase the per call rate and training time for the firefighters by 3%.  The motion was supported by Trustee Barkel and passed with a roll call vote.  The Fire Committee will meet every other month.

7. BUILDING AND GROUNDS.  Trustee Compagner reported on locks for the fire stations. Approximate cost will be $1,524.

8. ROADS.  Trustee Zylstra reported on the February 26 meeting. Motion by Trustee Zylstra to approve the road committees recommendation for upgrading and paving in 2008 the following two projects and their projected cost:

a. 52nd Ave. – Byron Rd. to Perry St.  $475,500
b. Perry St. – 48th Ave. to 56th Ave.
   $496,800

The motion was supported by Trustee Compagner and passed unanimously with a      roll call vote.

Trustee Compagner moved to approve the recommendation from the Road Committee to brine the 22 miles of gravel roads four times in the summer of 2008 at a cost of $260 per mile per application.  Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote.

9. SUPERVISOR’S REPORT

a. Bids for the shared use path along Adams from 76th to Esker Drive will be let in July.

b. Bid openings for water line frontage from 84th to 88th and 72nd north of Ransom St. will be March 17.

c. The Ottawa County Road personnel, the Zeeland Township Board of Trustees, and the Zeeland Township Road Committee will meet in the Township Hall April 1 at 5:30 p.m.
