May 1, 2007

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 1, 2007 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Nykamp and Oonk. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.

1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.

2. Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to approve the minutes of the April 17, 2007 meeting with corrections. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.
  

3. Public Discussion was held for the many residents who expressed the many concerns in regards to the news of Autumn Hills Landfill being a possible location for the dumping of polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs). State Representative Bill Huizenga, and Jon DeWitte, speaking for Congressman Pete Hoekstra were present and addressed the concern of health for the residents in Zeeland Charter Township having this waste dumped at Autumn Hills. Motion passed with a roll call vote to accept the resolution as presented. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.
  

4. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Oonk to approve the payment of $3195.48 for the Cedar Swamp Drain Cleaning.  Motion passed with a roll call vote. Abstent: Treasurer Myaard.
  

5. Motion by Trustee Oonk and supported by Trustee Barkel to approve RESOLUTION #678 UNIFORM VIDEO SERVICE LOCAL FRANCHISE. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.
  

6. Recommendation by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Compagner to approve the additional $5,000.00 to cover the cost of the new Zeeland Charter Township Fire Tanker, and then recommended to have the check of $275,057.00 cut. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.
  

7. Future Road Improvements were reviewed by Trustee Nykamp.
  

8. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following: 

a.       Server update has been completed. Zeeland Charter Township now has a new web-site address, which is www.zeelandtwp.org and our e-mail addresses will be firstname.lastname@zeelandtwp.org . We have experienced some expected glitches but know that in the long run it will be a better system for the Township.

b.      The Byron Road Forcemain for the 3 developers along Byron Road is “wrapping up” with restoration on 76th under way and the installation of sewer lines throughout the developments.

c.       The 96th Ave Bike Path from Woodbridge and Adams is base coated.

d.      Water/Sewer Development Agreements have been reached with one of the developers along Byron Road and continued talk with the other two.

9. Motion made by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Oonk to go into a Closed Session to discuss the next step in the sale of 88th Ave. Under the Freedom of Information Act. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Treasurer Myaard.
