Board Meeting Minutes 

May 15, 2007

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 15, 2007 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk. 

1.  Supervisor Slagh called the meeting to order. 

              Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
              Invocation was offered by Treasurer Myaard.
  

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the May 1, 2007 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed.
  

3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

4. Supervisor Slagh reviewed the Year to Date expenditures compared to the budget.
  

5. Treasurer Myaard gave his Financial Report.
  

6. Building and Zoning Administrator Don Mannes gave his monthly report.
  

7. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the adoption of ORDINANCE #344 MICMERHUIZEN PROPERTY REZONING FROM AG TO C-1. Motion supported by Treasurer Myaard and passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

8. Motion made by Clerk Evink to approve the adoption of ORDINANCE #345 KOEMAN PROPERTY REZONING FROM AG TO C-2. Motion supported by Treasurer Myaard and passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

9. Zeeland Charter Township Community Police Officer Dave Tuttle was present to give us a quarterly report of the top 5 calls for this area. Motorist Assists – 180, Property Damage – 107, Traffic Assists – 98, Animal Complaints – 45, Suspicious Calls – 40. Deputy Tuttle compared the number of calls from 01/01/06 through 03/31/06 at a total of 656 to this first 2007 quarter at 859. He believed the number of Motorist Assist were up due to the winter weather we experience earlier this year. Deputy Tuttle has also made 40 contacts and visits with the local businesses as to keep the community aware of his presence. Deputy Tuttle will also be getting back into the residential communities with the bicycle in the near future.
  

10. Lieutenant Steve Kempker from the Ottawa County Police Station presented a video that showed the Board the importance of purchasing a T.D.D. or tire deflation devise for Deputy Tuttle’s cruiser. This tack strip devise is used in case of a high speed pursuit in which the officer would throw this tire deflation devise across the road of the fleeing vehicle and cause their tires to deflate. A motion was made by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Barkel to purchase a 16ft roll out model of this tack strip at the approximate cost of $356.00. Motion was passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

11. The Board discussed the WATER/SEWER DEVELOPER CONTRACT FOR PRAIRIE WINDS which shows the front footage costs and guidelines for this development along Byron Road and 64th Ave. Motion by Trustee Compagner and supported by Trustee Nykamp to approve the Developers Agreement of Tepa 3 LLC (Prairie Winds) with Zeeland Charter Township. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

12. Motion by Clerk Evink and supported by Trustee Compagner to adopt the proposed fee schedule for BUILDING PERMITS. Carried.
  

13. Motion by Trustee Oonk and supported by Clerk Evink to adopt the proposed fee schedule for MECHANICAL PERMIT.  Carried.
  

14. Motion by Trustee Compagner and supported by Trustee Oonk to adopt the proposed fee schedule for ELECTRICAL PERMITS.  Carried.
  

15. Supervisor Brad Slagh updated the Board of the possible Kalamazoo River soil to the Autumn Hills Landfill. As of this week’s conversation with Fred Sawyers, Facility Manager of Autumn Hills, there has not been any contact to Fred Sawyers or Autumn Hills with no plans for any soil from the Kalamazoo River to go there.
  

16. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Compagner to resurface 76th Avenue from Byron Road and Perry. Damage was done to the road with the installing of the sewer. Brett Laughlin from the Ottawa County Road Commission has stated that if done Zeeland Charter Township would pay for ½ and the O.C.R.C. would cover the other ½. Costs were proposed between $60,000.00 and $72,000.00. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

17. Motion by Clerk Evink and supported by Trustee Oonk to add the additional 900 linear feet of paving of Quincy Street in the amount of $52,282.18. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
  

18. MACC Policy meeting from April 23, 2007 was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.
  

19. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following: 

a.       96th Avenue, Woodbridge to Adams will have the final Top Coat applied this week.

b.      Bids for the sale of land on 88th Ave are due, by noon on Friday, May 18, 2007.

c.       Reconstruction along the 76th Ave. Forcemain project is in progress with approval of a 2” lift along with fixing residents driveways.

d.      Revenue Sharing Receipts were shared.

e.       The Fred Meijer Kenowa trail update is proposing the bike path stay on the south side of Byron Road from where it comes out on Byron Road to 48th Ave., due to the number of easements that will be needed.
