Board Meeting Minutes 

May 2, 2006

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 2, 2006 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard,Trustees Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk, Van Ginhoven.

1.      Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Trustee Oonk.

2.      Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to approve the minutes from the April 18, 2006 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed.

3.      Zeeland Charter Township Board agreed to re-arrange the agenda due to the two scheduled Public Hearings and the Closed Session.

4.      Treasurer Myaard’s financial report was given.

5.      Clerk Evink reported that turn out to the School elections were very low. However, Absentee ballets were the majority of votes cast.

6.      Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:

a)      The Ottawa County Sheriff published the 2005 Annual report, this is available through Viv for those interested in reviewing it.

b)      The South Ottawa County Landfill in Park Township is being capped with clay from Zeeland Charter Township. This is why Byron Road has had an increase of Trucks hauling clay out of our township.

c)      There will be a Public Hearing in Blendon Township regarding the paving of New Holland from 88th to 96th. Estimation of cost to Zeeland Charter Township for this project from the Ottawa County Road Commission is at $49,609.00.

d)      The Woodbridge Sewer project will begin early June with the project ending in the middle of August.

e)      The future Bike path connecting from the Ottawa County Park through Zeeland Charter Township, Jamestown Charter Township, and into Byron Charter Township now has a generous donor, Fred Meijer who will donate up to half of the local municipal contributions with approximate costs to complete this project in our township of 1.2 million dollars.

7.      The MACC meeting from April 27, 2006 was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.

8.      Public Hearing declared open for CUSTOM TOOLING SYSTEMS, INC.  requesting an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate. John Bowkamp, and Ken Doss were present and gave a general description of the request, which will allow additional equipment/machinery, to expand and more jobs. Ken Rizzio also commented this is a good company, and deserves the townships support. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Oonk to close public hearing. Carried. Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve RESOLUTION #646 approving the Industrial Facilities Exemption, in the amount of $600,808.41 for 12 years. Trustee Van Ginhoven supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

9.      Public Hearing declard open for WOLVERINE POWER SYSTEMS requesting an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate. Glenn Emert owner, was present and gave a general description of the request which will allow his company to continue staying competitive with today’s industry. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Treasurer Myaard to close public hearing. Carried. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve RESOLUTION #647 approving the Industrial Facilites Excemption, in the amount of $486,009.00 for 12 years. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

10.  Zeeland Charter Township Fire Department members Chief Van Haitsma, Assistant Chief Van Rhee and Station #2 Lieutenant Boetsma were present for a new Fire truck presentation. Steve Boetsma presented to the Board that there is a need to replace the current tanker out of Station #2. This tanker is currently 22 years old. N.F.P.A regulations do require that upgrades take place every 10 years. The Fire Department would like to purchase this truck before 2007 because of engine emissions, and the cost savings, due to the change from a 2006 model to 2007. Motion made by Trustee Van Ginhoven and supported by Trustee Oonk to have the Fire Department send out for R.F.P. bids for this new truck. Carried

11.  The Road Committee meeting was reviewed by Trustee Nykamp

12.  The Drenthe Grove Committee meeting was reviewed by Trustee Compagner.

13.  Motion made by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Compagner that the Zeeland Charter Township Board goes into closed Session to discuss the possibility of purchasing property; under the Freedom of Information Act. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

14.  Motion made by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Van Ginhoven to end closed session. Carried.
