BOARD MEETING

May 20, 2008

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 20, 2008 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, and Oonk. Absent: Trustee Zylstra.  

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Barkel.

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the May 6, 2008 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed.  Absent: Zylstra.


3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment.  Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra. 
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the Financial report.           
5. Business Items:
a. Fire Chief Gord VanHaitsma announced the winning patch design created by Ottawa Area Skill Center student Kaitlyn Andrews. VanHaitsma presented a plaque and gift certificate to Andrews on behalf of the Fire Department.

b. Brian Morehouse of Sundance Estates subdivision described the water problems he is experiencing in his basement. The house was built without tiling or sump pump based on the developer’s assessment of need. He contacted Bosgraaf concerning this issue but Bosgraaf has not responded to this problem. Morehouse does not know of any other residents with this problem. Supervisor Nykamp assured Morehouse he would look into the situation and get back with him.

c. Tom Elhart of Universal Properties representing Dunlop Developments requested a liquor license for the strip center on Homestead. Casey Lim would like to lease the space for a restaurant under the condition of obtaining a liquor license. Elhart requested ZCT review and amend the alcohol ordinance. Supervisor Nykamp mentioned the township voted on this issue in 2002 with 72% of the residents voting to prohibit alcohol sales in the township. The board stated they would take it under advisement and get back with him.

6. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report. The month of April had a wide variety of building permits issued. Trillium Development submitted the last building permits for new condominiums in the development. 

7. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT ORDINANCE 348. These changes will redefine several sections of the ordinance concerning lot, yard and building requirements for the agricultural and residential districts in the township. Motion supported by Barkel which passed unanimously with roll call vote. Absent: Zylstra.

8. Committee Reports:

a. CEMETERY COMMITTEE –Clerk Evink looked into new signs for the township cemeteries. Nykamp expressed the desire for a uniform design for all cemetery and park signs within the township. Barkel requested the signs recognize that these properties are part of Zeeland Township. 

b. MACC & MACC Tech – MACC has an open position for Macatawa Watershed Coordinator to maintain their expanding property.

c. ROADS –The Road Commission would like to put .5 mills on a ballot proposal for road maintenance of county roads. 

d. LANDFILL-Supervisor Nykamp met the new manager at Autumn Hills.

9. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Water Projects are coming along well. Frontage road should be completed in the next two weeks. The approach to the Beaverdam Fire Station is working well.

b. Bid tabulation approved two weeks ago. Fire department share clarified.

c. Pre-construction meeting for proposed shared use path along Adams Street will meet next week.
