Zeeland Charter Township
Board Meeting Minutes 

May 3, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a regular meeting on Tuesday, May 3, 2005 at 7:15pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, MI. Clerk Evink was absent.

1.     Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
        Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
        Trustee DaveVanGinhoven offered prayer.

2.    Treasurer Myaard moved to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2005 meeting. Trustee 
        Oonk supported the motion which passed.

3.     Ottawa County Deputy Sheriff David Tuttle gave his quarterly report on the activity in the 
        township. Deputy Tuttle and Deputy Kimber will work to cover Zeeland Township both 
        day and night shifts. He updated the board on their work with traffic citations, alcohol 
        enforcement, sex offenders, and breaking and enterings. 

4.    Treasurer Myaard reported he has received final payment from Ottawa County for 
        delinquent taxes and assessments. 

5.     Mr. Randy Dozeman and Mr. Fred Sawyers updated the board on the history and 
        operations at the Autumn Hills Landfill. 90% of the waste comes in from Ottawa, Kent, 
        Allegan and Muskegon counties. Gas produced by the waste at the landfill is 
        transported to Zeeland Farm Services for soybean refinery. Life expectancy of the 
        landfill is 23 additional years.

6.     Mr. Paul Geerlings, Ottawa County Drain Commissioner recommended the drain 
        (Black Creek) from Quincy Street to M-21 be cleaned out. Cost for cleanout will be 
        approximately $6,000 with an additional charge for the removal of the trees taken from 
        the drain. Mr. Vic Wolfert, owner of the property adjacent to Black Creek also requested 
        the clean-out. Moved by Myaard, supported by Compagner to clean out the Black Creek 
        Drain from Quincy Street to M-21. The motion passed unanimously. Moved by 
        VanGinhoven, supported by Oonk that the township provide funds for the entire share of 
        the above drain project. The motion passed with a roll call vote. 
        Ayes: Oonk, Myaard, Compagner, and VanGinhoven; Nays: Nykamp and Slagh. 
        Absent: Evink

7.     Clerk Evink arrived.

8.    Trustee Glenn Nykamp gave a report from the Road Committee. Moved by Nykamp, 
        supported by Compagner to approve the estimate from the Ottawa County Road 
        Commission for sand lift and blacktopping of 72nd Avenue from Chicago Drive to 
        Riley Street in the amount of $347,863. The motion passed unanimously with a roll 
        call vote. 
        Moved by Nykamp, supported by Oonk to approve the estimate from the Ottawa County 
        Road Commission for sand lift and blacktopping of 76th Avenue from Adams Street 
        to Ottogan St. in the amount of $372,469. The motion passed unanimously with a roll 
        call vote. 

9.     Moved by Evink, supported by Compagner to accept the bid from Ottawa 
        Communications for a used Panasonic phone system upgrade for the office. The 
        motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

10   Moved by Nykamp, supported by Myaard to accept the counter offer of $40,000 from
        Drenthe Communications for the purchase of the property on the southwest corner 
        of Adams Street and 64th Avenue (Parcel #70-17-34-200-009). The motion passed 
        with a roll call vote. Ayes: Myaard, Compagner, Oonk, Nykamp, VanGinhoven; Nays: 
        Evink and  Slagh.

11.  Moved by Myaard, supported by Nykamp to approve Ordinance #317, rezoning the 
        Talsma property. The motion passed unanimously. 

12.  Treasurer Myaard gave a report from the MACC Policy Committee

13.   Trustee Oonk reported on the Appeal Board meeting of April 26, 2005.

14.   Supervisor’s Report
        a.    Received a ‘4’ ISO rating for our policies, review and enforcement of building 
                codes. 
        b.    Timmer Dam has a sinkhole in the berm of the dam. Estimate for repair of the dam 
                is $112,000 to $200,000. 
        c.    VandenBosch property on 88th Avenue - township attorney requesting more 
                information from the Appeal Board. 
        d.    Testing is being done on the Adams Street sewer line. 
        e.    Waterline being constructed on Felch Street and 72nd Avenue. 
        f.     City of Zeeland has not sent additional information per their request for 
                funding the Main Street upgrade.

15.  Moved by Nykamp, supported by VanGinhoven to go into close session to discuss the 
        purchase of real property. The motion passed. AYES: Slagh, Compagner, Nykamp, 
        Myaard, VanGinhoven, & Oonk; NAYS: Evink. Motion Passed. 

16.   Board returned from closed session.
