The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on November 4, 2008 at 7:15 pm in the Fire Station #3 at 2446 64th Ave., Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, and Zylstra. Absent: Clerk Evink and Trustee Oonk.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Supervisor Nykamp.
2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the October 21, 2008 meeting.  Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed.

3. Treasurer Myaard stated that he is getting ready to commit the winter taxes.
4. Business Items:

a.   The CEMETERY ORDINANCE#351 was introduced for first 
      reading.  
b. The bike path on 88th and Adams is damaged and needs repair.  The hill bleeds from springs onto the bike path and runs onto the road.  Glenn met with Scott Post from Prein & Newhof.  They proposed to tear the path out and rebuild the area with new drainage and tiles.  Prein & Newhof received 3 bids for the project. Motion was made by Trustee Zylstra to accept the lowest bid for $20,000.  Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote.  Absent: Clerk Evink and Trustee Oonk.


c. Trustee Barkel made a motion to approve the Fencing bid from Lakeshore Vinyl Products for $3560.74. This bid includes fences for the Drenthe corner park, and the south west corner of the Drenthe fire barn.  Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote.  Absent: Clerk Evink and Trustee Oonk.
5. Committee Reports:
a. FIRE COMMITTEE – Trustee Compagner reported that the fire committed reviewed their current insurance policy.  He asked the board to review it also and give him any input.
b. CEMETERY COMMITTEE.  Poles for the cemetery signs were discussed. The decision was made to use painted wood poles to keep the expenses down.
6. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Ordinance #279 concerning placing delinquent utility bills on the tax roll was discussed.  Glenn will forward more information about the ordinance to board members and it will be discussed at the next meeting.
b. The Shared Use Path on Adams St. (76th – Esker creek) is in the final stages of being complete.
