Board Meeting Minutes 

November 1, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on November 1, 2005 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk, and Attorney Bultje. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Trustee Nykamp.
2. Trustee Nykamp made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 18, 2005 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven
3. Trustee Nykamp made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 29, 2005 Zeeland Charter Township Fire Department Visionary meeting. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
4. Clerk Marilyn Evink as a Board member of the Howard Miller Library, commented that the Clock Auction appeared a big success with collections over $10,000.00.
5. Haworth Homes was present to discuss the rezoning. Meeting was opened for public discussion. Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to approve ORDINANCE # 336 –  REZONING HAWORTH HOMES PROPERY FROM ‘R-1’ TO ‘PUD’ AND RESOLUTION NO. 626, Resolution No. 626 is a resolution and report containing the Township Board’s decision concerning an application for a proposed Planned Unit Development. 
6. PRAIRIE WINDS rezoning and site-plan was presented. Meeting was opened for public discussion. Russ Mudget with his attorney Paul Fox were present. They questioned the entrance/exit of the development on 64th Avenue. It is directly across the Mudget’s driveway. Could it be moved? What about the property to the North of their parcel? When that develops would it not be wise to have the entrance/exit of Prairie Winds and the new development across from each other, instead of having first one drive and then a few feet another one. Trustee Compagner made a motion to refer the site-plan back to the Planning Commission for further review of the entrance/exit possibly located east of Mudget’s. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed.
7. Jack Baar was present from Nederveld Associates requesting cost sharing for SETTLERS GROVE related to specifics on the development of this property.                                
a) Requesting an easement along the south boundary of our new parcel for storm sewer.
b) Requesting to share in the cost of $13,731.60 for the water main pipe resizing will from an 8” to 12”.
c) Requesting to share in the cost of $84,428.00 for a turn lane improvement at 68th and Adams Street.
d) Requesting some kind of payback agreement for building the sewer line along 68th Ave.
e) Requesting to have Zeeland Charter Township assist in the Sanitary Sewer extra depth at a cost of $77,425.75.
 
The Board is requesting to Supervisor Slagh draft an agreement for these cost sharing requests. This will be presented to the Board for approval. 
8. After discussion on the Village Mixed Use areas in the Township.  Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Compagner to send a request to the Planning Commission to extend the R-2 Moratorium in Master Planned - Low Density Residential districts along with a Moratorium on rezoning to other than Ag or R-1 in the mixed use areas.  Both Moratoriums will last until the new Zoning Ordinance is drafted and approved. The Planning Commission will hold a meeting in December to have a public hearing. Carried. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven
9. Motion by Trustee Nykamp to allow the Supervisor Slagh and Clerk Evink to sign the EMERGENCY INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT on behalf of the Township. This will allow in an emergency the Jamestown/Zeeland water systems to connect with the Georgetown Township water system. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
10.  Motion by Trustee Oonk to allow Clerk Evink to sign the materials to allow refinancing of WYOMING WATER SYSTEM 1995 BONDS on behalf of the Township. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
11.  Motion by Treasurer Myaard and supported by Clerk Evink to approve the peridiem of $65.00 per meeting for Trustees, for the 2006 year. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
12.  Motion by Clerk Evink and supported by Trustee Oonk to approve the Supervisors’ 2006 Salary of $46,930.00. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
13.  Motion by Trustee Oonk and supported by Treasurer Myaard to approve the Clerks’ 2006 Salary of $24,750.00. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
14.  Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Compagner to approve the Treasurers’ 2006 Salary of $22,000.00. Motion passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
15.  Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Clerk Evink to have Zeeland Charter Township pay for the Annual  Township Association Dinner on December 5, 2005, and the Trustees will forego the normal meeting perdiem. Carried. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
16.  Motion by Clerk Evink to purchase two new PC’s prior to the end of the year, spending no more than $2,000.00. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Van Ginhoven.
17.  The MACC/MPO Committee was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.
18.  The Ottawa County Board of Trustees meeting on Purchase and Development Rights (PDR) was reviewed by Trustee Nykamp.
19.  Supervisor Brad Slagh also reported on the following:
a) Adams Street Bike path is complete. Woodbridge Bike path is nearing completion, but some residents are concerned with the lip left in their driveway for plowing this winter. This will be reviewed.
b) There was a Zeeland Charter Township Fire Department Vision Meeting October 29, 2005. Supervisor Slagh felt it was a very successful meeting.  The mission statement that was drafted was shared with all Board Members
c) A big Thank You to Trustee Glenn Nykamp for the work he put into the dumpster enclosure.
20.  Mr. and Mrs. Paul Bush, Residents of Zeeland Charter Township wanted to reiterate they have concerns with the Prairie Winds Development coming into their neighborhood; the amount of traffic on 64th Avenue, along with the entrance coming off from 64th Avenue. They would like the Board to keep the future in mind with this intersection coming in that they hope to see safety as the first concern for the residents.
