BOARD MEETING

November 18, 2008
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on November 18, 2008 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compager, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Clerk Evink.
2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the November 4, 2008 Board Meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. 
3. Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to approve the amended minutes of the Special Meeting of Oct 27, 2008. Motion supported by Trustee Oonk. Motion carried.
4. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
5. Treasurer Myaard gave the financial report.  Taxes are committed and should be sent out soon. A reminder will be included making property owners aware of possible property tax increases even if assessed property values decrease.

6. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report.  September had a total 6 building permits. Two commercial businesses pulled permits: North American Natural Resources and Waste Management. The Vriesland Country Store gas station and convenience store is open and revenue for the month of September was better than expected.
7. Business Items:
a. Paul Hinze of K-Group presented the board with information regarding the web site. ZCT wants a secure link for the Fire Department. Hinze submitted a possible new look for the township web site that would visually coordinate the township’s site with the fire department’s site.  Citizen Bill Calkins prefers the current web site because it is straightforward and easy to use. The board directed Hinze to keep the current web site, update the web site’s code to increase security, and create a secure link for the Fire Department.
b. The board discussed ORDINANCE NO. 279. Supervisor Nykamp will consult Attorney Bultje for recommendation. Ordinance 279 allows the township to put delinquent utility bills on the tax bill. 
c. Civil Infraction Fines. Trustee Compagner made a motion approving RESOLUTION NO. 702 setting the civil infraction fee schedule at 1st offense - $100, 2nd offense - $300, 3rd offense - $500, and 4th offense - $1000. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. Supervisor Nykamp will request Attorney Bultje to draft the language for the ordinance. 
d. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve RESOLUTION NO. 701  PRE-HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

8. Committee Reports:

a. FIRE. Trustee Compagner reported the committee is reviewing the compensation package for the fire chief. They will present their recommendations at a later board meeting. Currently the fire chief receives a salary of $4000 per year plus fire call remuneration.
b. LANDFILL/CITIZEN. Waste Management is in the process of installing a 200,000 gallon tank to treat sewage. 
c. ELECTION. Clerk Evink reported Election Day activity progressed smoothly at all precincts.
9. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Shared Use Path Projects. The path along Adams Street will not be finished this fall. The final black top coat will go on next spring. The bike path near Fairview will be stabilized for the winter. That section of the bike path will also be finished next spring.
b. Lakeshore Vinyl Products completed the fence installations at the Drenthe Fire Station and corner property.
c. Clerk Evink administered the Oath of Office for Supervisor, Treasurer, and Trustees. Supervisor Nykamp administered the Oath of Office for Clerk.
