1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order.

2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the September 16, 2008 meeting. Barkel supported the motion which passed.
3. Business Items:
a. Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve the Snow Plow bid with Holland Township of $37.50 per hour for the 2008/2009 year. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. Absent: Compagner.
b. Trustee Barkel made a motion to approve RESOLUTION NO. 695 FOR THE 2009 BUDGET. Treasurer Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Compagner.
c. The board decided to invite a representative from Standard Computer Systems to explain possible updates to the township web page.
4. Committee Reports:

e. ELECTION. Clerk Evink made a motion to pay election workers $12.50/hour for the November Election. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with roll call vote.

a. The erosion problem on 88th Ave & Adams Shared Use Path Repair will undergo consideration. Scott Post will present a cost analysis to repair the problem.
