BOARD MEETING

September 4, 2007

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on September 4, 2007 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Nykamp and Oonk.

1. Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order. 

            Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

            Invocation was offered by Treasurer Myaard.

2. Motion made by Treasurer Myaard to approve the minutes of the August 21, 2007. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed. 

3. Deputy Jon Ortman gave an overview of the month and half he served as Zeeland Charter Township Deputy with Deputy Dave Tuttle. In this time there were a total of 140 calls for Police Service. During this time he also focused his contacts with our local residents, talking with them on a friendly basis as well as the many businesses. Including meeting with several churches and farmers. 

4. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Oonk to approve the FINAL PLAT APPROVAL FOR PHASE 1 AT SETTLERS GROVE, contingent on the Ottawa County Road Commission having signed the agreement for the by pass lane on Adams. Motion passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

5. Supervisor Brad Slagh gave the Board the Initial Draft of the 2008 Budget for review and discussion. 

6. Zoning Administrator Don Mannes briefed the Board on the New Holland Street Overlay District Ordinance. Don spoke to a Meghann Rousher from the Planning and Grants Department, she doesn’t believe Zeeland Charter Township would need to adopt this Ordinance because our New Zoning Ordinance will exceed the intention of this overlay district on these roads. 

7. Motion by Clerk Evink and supported by Trustee Nykamp to accept the resignation of Supervisor Slagh to be effective September 9, 2007. Motion Carried. The Board will fill the position as it is, at the present 30 hours weekly, salary of $47,020.00, and health insurance. Deadline for accepting resume is October 2, 2007 at 5:00pm. 

8. Supervisor Slagh informed the Board that Administrative Assistant, Deb Kortman, was resigning, effective September 7, 2007. 

9. Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following: 

a. The 96th Avenue Bike Path has been completed.

b. The Sewer line North of Byron Road has been approved and ready for hook-up.

c. The Drenthe Grove Grant has been received back from the D.N.R. with a scoring sheet with not as many points as the Board would have like to see, therefore we are trying to determine if there are ways to increase our scoring and at what cost.

d. 72nd Avenue and Quincy Street have been top-coated.
