Board Meeting Minutes 

September 20, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on September 20, 2005 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk, and Van Ginhoven.

1.      Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation was offered by Trustee Oonk

2.      Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 6, 2005 meeting. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed. With one deletion/addition to No.7. Deleted, “There will be an additional expenditure of approximately $8,000.00 over original sealing costs.” Added, “There will be a total expenditure of approximately $20,000.00”.

3.      Zeeland Charter Township Residents Sue Kennedy, Matt Velderman, and Scott Pepper were present and expressed concerns regarding the proposed housing developments moving into their back yards. 

4.      Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll cal vote.

5.      Treasurer Myaard’s Report was given.

6.      Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly Report.

7.      John Scholtz, director of Ottawa County Parks was present with an update on the Upper Macatawa Park. A power point presentation was given reviewing their vision for the future.

8.      Public Hearing declared open for the 2006 Budget, RESOLUTION NO 622. Motion by Trustee Nykamp and supported by Trustee Oonk to close the public hearing with no added public comment, carried. Trustee Van Ginhoven made a motion to approve Resolution No. 622 approving the 2006 Budget in the amount of $1,981,939.20. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

9.      Motion made by Trustee Nykamp to approve the 2006 Budget in the amount of $442,430.00 for the Zeeland Charter Township Fire Department. Clerk Evink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

10.  Motion made by Clerk Evink to approve the 2006 Road Improvement Budget in the amount of $705,538.51. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

11.  Clerk Evink made a motion to approve Supervisor Slaghs’ request to attend the MATS conference October 5, 6 & 7, 2005. Trustee Van Ginhoven supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

12.  Trustee Compagner made a motion to have Attorney Ron Bultje only attend Zeeland Charter Township Board Meetings on an “on-call/as needed” basis. It was discussed that the Board thought it was not necessary to have our Attorney present for the second Board meeting of each month, that we could just as easily fax or call with questions and concerns. Trustee Van Ginhoven supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Ayes: Trustee Compagner, Clerk Evink, Supervisor Slagh, and Trustee Van Ginhoven. Nays: Trustee Oonk, Treasurer Myaard, and Trustee Nykamp. 

13.  Treasurer Myaard reported on the Planning Commission minutes from the September 13, 2005 meeting.

14.  The MACC & MACC Tech. committee was reviewed by Treasurer Myaard.

15.  The Road Committee was reviewed by Trustee Nykamp.

16.  Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:

a)      The Tolsma property has been signed off to Zeeland Charter Township. The finalization from the reimbursement of grant is what we are awaiting.

b)      Woodbridge bike path is in the final stages of production. And the stretch on Adams to 80th Avenue will be finished yet this year.

c)      The Ottawa County Drain Commission met regarding the Timmer dam. It serves the area regarding flood water and retaining phosphorus thus they are going to retain the dam. The result for Zeeland Charter Township will be to repair the Timmer Dam.

d)      Bonds refunding were sold September 21, 2005. And the rate has increased.

e)      The Parking lot at Fire Station No. 3 will need gravel before black topping.
