Zeeland Charter Township
Board Meeting Minutes 

September 6, 2005

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on 
September 6, 2005 at 7:15 pm in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Brad Slagh, Clerk Marilyn Evink, Treasurer Al Myaard, Trustees Compagner, Nykamp, Oonk, and Van Ginhoven.

1.       Supervisor Brad Slagh called the meeting to order.
        Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
        Invocation was offered by Trustee Van Ginhoven

2.      Trustee Van Ginhoven made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 16, 2005 
        meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed.

3.       Deputy Dave Tuttle was present for his COMMUNITY POLICING QUARTERLY REPORT.  
        Deputy Tuttle stated that in this quarter there were 807 police calls within Zeeland 
        Charter Township, which he responded to 152 of them, and with the reports reviewed 
        all 807. Along with Deputy Tonya Kimber, Deputy Tuttle stated that alcohol enforcement 
        is up. Vouchers were given to kids for wearing their helmets which allows them to go to 
        a Griffins game. Also, within the past quarter a mock disaster drill was performed which 
        is a great teaching skill for all involved. A personal “thank you” was given to Trustee 
        Nykamp for all the help he has given with the transporting of the “smart trailer”.

4.      Public Hearing declared open for PROGRESSIVE SYSTEMS INC. requesting an 
        Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate. Scott Sluiter was present and gave a 
        general description of the upgrading expansion of 26,000 square foot with a cost of 
        $605,905.00. This I.F.T. is a request for 12 year tax exemption of real and personal 
        property costs. New equipment would provide expanded capacity and reduced 
        production costs that could lead to additional employment need in 3 to 5 years. Motion 
        by Trustee Compagner and supported by Treasurer Myaard to close the public hearing, 
        carried. Trustee Van Ginhoven made a motion to approve RESOLUTION NO. 621, 
        approving the Industrial Facilities Exemption Trustee Oonk supported the motion which 
        passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

5.      Members of the Zeeland Charter Township Board were given a copy of the tentative 
        Budget and Millage Resolution for information. Any questions were handled, with the 
        Action and Public Hearing taking place at the next regular Board meeting.

6.      Preliminary Budget for 2006 was handed out to the Zeeland Charter Township Board 
        members. This also will be awaiting approval at the next regular Board meeting.

7.      Motion was made by Trustee Nykamp, and supported by Treasurer Myaard to have 
        Stallard Asphalt remove and re-do the parking lot at Fire Station #3 (old Town Hall). 
        Since last fall it has been determined that the parking lot should be redone instead of 
        resurfacing. There will be an a total expenditure of approximately $20,000.00. Motion 
        passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

8.      Trustee Nykamp shared with the Board the moving of the dumpster to the end of the 
        North/South driveway, with additions of a dumpster pad and enclosure. With the 
        repaving of the lower lot at the Township Office we would like to keep the garbage truck 
        limited with turns on the new asphalt. Also discussed that we use the currents 
        dumpster enclosure and upgrade it to be a storage shed for Township use. Total cost 
        of this storage shed was quoted at $4,443.00, not to exceed $4,643.00. Motion made by 
        Van Ginhoven to approve the bid of Van Rhee Builders for the storage shed. Not to 
        exceed $4,643.00 Trustee Nykamp supported the motion which passed with a roll call 
        vote. Ayes: Supervisor Slagh, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Nykamp, Van Ginhoven, 
        Compagner, and Oonk. Nays: Clerk Evink.

9.      The MACC & MPO Committee was reviewed by Treasurer Al Myaard.

10.   Trustee Oonk reviewed the Board of Appeal meeting of August 23, 2005. A request from 
        Steve Jacobs was denied for a pole barn variance to be built. As a Board they were able 
        to determine how he could build adjacent to his garage.

11.  Trustee Nykamp reviewed the Fire Committee meeting.

12.    Supervisor Brad Slagh reported on the following:
        a)      Closing took place for the Reed’s property 82ft. x 47ft (near the Fire Station 3)
        b)      Waiting for the closing of the Tolsma property, should happen within the next 2 
                weeks.
        c)      Computer system backup tapes will no longer be used. For our long term use we 
                are considering a U.S.B. 80 gig drive, and have had this in place as a trial.
        d)      We will be looking into a new virus software system; ours will be out of date shortly.
        e)      Road Committee meeting Thursday September 8, 2005 to discuss 2006 road 
                upgrades & 5 year road plan.

13.   Motion to adjourn.
        Meeting adjourned at 8:30 pm.
