Road Committee Meeting
February 15, 2010

The Zeeland Charter Township Road Committee held a meeting on Monday, February 15, 2010 at 7:00 pm in the Township Hall. Members present were Chairman Ed Zylstra, Trustee Tim Barkel, John Wittingen, Dave Miller, and Glenn Nykamp as Secretary.

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:00 pm with ten persons in attendance. All those attending were present in regard to the upgrading request of 72nd Ave. s/o Adams.     Concerns raised were:

· the condition of the road in general
· something needs to be done to improve the road

· additional houses have been built on the section of road in the last few years

· the condition of the road is a safety issue

A motion was made by Barkel, supported by Miller to close the Public Hearing at 7:20. All ayes.
A review of road funds available was discussed

A review of estimates received for proposed upgrading of the following roads:


* 80th Ave s/o Adams St


* 78th Ave s/o Adams St


* 72nd Ave s/o Adams St


* 72nd Ave s/o Byron Rd.
A motion was made by Wittingen, supported by Barkel to recommend to the Board the upgrading of 72nd Ave s/o Adams in 2010. All ayes
Consideration of future projects was discussed. 80th Ave n/o Felch St and the remainder of Quincy St between 48th Ave and 56th Ave were added to the list of roads reviewed earlier.  

The issue of truck traffic on 88th Ave from Riley St north to New Holland St was discussed. A petition 32 signatures was received asking for reduced speed limits or a truck route be imposed on this section of road. The State Police reviewed the speed limit issue and our request for reduced limits was denied. Another issue with the road is it is only 20 feet wide and to narrow for the amount of heavy truck traffic.

A motion was made by Barkel, supported by Wittingen to designate 88th Ave between Riley St and New Holland St  a “No Thru Trucks” route. All Ayes. Supervisor Nykamp was asked to discuss the impact of this change with the City of Zeeland and the Ottawa County Road Commission before implementation

A 2010 dust control contract was discussed. A motion was made by Barkel, supported by Miller to except the bid of Michigan Chloride Sales in an amount not to exceed $21,600.

All ayes.

A motion was made by Miller, supported by Barkel to set aside $50,000 in the repaving fund, $30,000 in misc road expenditures and $200,000 in Contingency/Emergency repair Fund. All ayes

The Road Committee will look at subdivision roads with the OCRC in the spring for repaving needs.
Meeting adjourned at 8:20 pm.
