ROAD COMMITTEE MEETING

February 26, 2008
The Zeeland Charter Township Road Committee held a Public Meeting on Tuesday, February 26, 2008 at 7:00 p.m.  Attending Members: John Wittingen, Ed Zylstra, Tim Barkel and Glenn Nykamp as Secretary.
Citizen Comments:  Mr. and Mrs. Arlyn Overweg of 1631 52nd Avenue were present in support for upgrading 52nd Avenue.  Mr. Mike Raczynski of 5304 Springwind Ct. also sent a letter in support of 52nd Avenue improvements.

Road Funds:  The Road Fund budget for 2008 is $1,039,623.89
Review & Recommended 2008 Projects:  The projected construction estimates reviewed for upgrading and future paving were:

· 52nd Avenue – Byron Rd. to Perry Street
$475,500

· Perry Street – 48th Avenue to 56th Avenue 
$496,800

· Perry Street – 56th Avenue to 64th Avenue 
$517,200

· 72nd Avenue – Byron Rd. to Perry Street
$742,900

The first two projects listed were recommended to go to the Township Board for approval.

Future Plan:  The following roads were requested to have traffic counts taken so the Road Committee can look to add to the 5 year plan.

· New Holland – 64th Avenue to 72nd Avenue (this would be a joint road with Blendon Township)

· Quincy Street – 56th Avenue east to existing pavement

· 78th Avenue – Adams Street to Sunset View Lane

· 72nd Avenue – Adams Street to Ottawa County Line
2008 Dust Control:  We have approximately 22 miles of gravel roads remaining in the Township.  The Road Committee recommends putting brine on these roads four times this summer at a cost of $260 per mile per application.

Repaving Set Aside:  The Road Committee is again recommending setting aside $25,000 for future repaving in our subdivisions.  This will bring our set aside balance to $100,000.  The cost of paving a new road we upgrade is $110,000 to $120,000 per mile.  Repaving will cost about $50,000 to $60,000 per mile.
