1. Meeting was called to order at 7:03 p.m.
2. No Citizen Comments

3. Materials for the current meeting were dispersed and an overview presented.
4. Discussion of the Blendon Twp proposal that we join them in paving portions of New Holland.  They are using an SAD and may be ready to work on one or more portions shortly.
a. SAD (special Assessment District) was defined and discussed

b. Covered how Blendon Twp is utilizing the SAD and what the scope of their participation request would mean to us.

Recommendation:


Zeeland Twp to commit to match the SAD portion that Blendon Twp will charge the residents on their side of the boundary street.  This amount would be funded from the Road Millage.  All expenditure requests are to be reviewed and prioritized as part of Zeeland Twp. five (5) year road upgrade plan.

5. Discussion was held on allowing the establishment of Special Assessment Districts for improving and paving dead end roads in Zeeland Township.
Recommendation:


To allow township residents who live on a dead end road to petition the Township to set up SAD to pave their street.


The residents would be responsible for 75% of the total upgrade costs including engineering and paving.  The other 25% would come from the Twp. Road Millage funds.  All project requests are to be reviewed and prioritized as part of Zeeland Twp. five (5) year road upgrade plan.

6. Five (5) Year Road Plan (the first 6 roads listed are in priority order as of this meeting, others are deemed important and will be considered as appropriate)
a. 64th North of Chicago Dr. to Ransom

1. 64th – Ransom to New Holland (If/when Blendon Twp paves {commits to pave} the ½ mile north of New Holland)

b. Quincy – Approximately the first 1000’ west of 48th
c. Perry – 64th to 52nd
d. 52nd – Byron to Perry

e. 72nd – Byron to Perry

f. 72nd – Riley to Felch

g. New Holland (96th to 88th) and (72nd to 64th) as cost sharing with Blendon Twp as opportunities arise

h. 72nd – Adams to border when Overisel Twp paves their section south

7. Zoning Ordinance Recommendation

a. Change the Zoning Ordinance for Subdivision and PUD to require that: Roads must use the OCRC standards, except that the gravel base shall be minimum or 8” and the base course of asphalt shall be minimum of 2” – 3”

8. Repaving Fund:  This will be likely used for subdivision or non-arterial roads that will not easily make it to the OCRC repaving program.

a. The Road Committee has asked that $25,000 from the Road Millage be placed in a fund for repaving.

b. That an annual set-aside from the Road Millage of approximately 5% ($29,000 for 2006 Budget) to be placed in a repaving fund for future road repaving projects.

9. Concept was discussed and is being recommended to use Road Millage funds for expanding the width of the shoulder and bridge on the south side of Byron Road when the road is upgraded and resurfaced by the OCRC.
