Eric Tuori
presented the scope of their project. Proposed is an approximate 96.5 million capital
investment in a new 342,000 sq. ft. manufacturing facility as well as a 350,000 sq. ft.
addition of the existing distribution center at 9001 Riley Street. This project is expected
to create 400 new jobs over the next two years. Supervisor Oonk closed the public
hearing. Trustee Riemersma motioned to approve RESOLUTION #943 INDUSTRIAL
FACILITIES EXEMPTION - GENTEX Trustee Salisbury seconded the motion which
passed unanimously with a roll call vote:

Trustee Riemersma motioned to approve the 2023-2028 Capital Improvement Plan as
presented.
