BOARD MEETING

October 20, 2009
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on October 20, 2009 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Compagner.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Clerk Evink.
2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the September 30, 2009 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Zylstra made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the financial report. An Additional $250 was collected for the Gordon Ellens Trailside Park. 

5. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report. Ten building permits were pulled during the month of September, 3 of which were for new homes. 
6. Business Items:
a. Public Hearing declared open for DUTCH TREAT SALADS. Dutch Treat requests an Industrial Facilities Exemption 
Certificate. Ken Rizzio, with the Ottawa County Economic Development Corporation, introduced Ronald and Joni Brookens, owners of Dutch Treat Salads. Mr. Brookens shared with the board their intentions for future growth. Motion by Treasurer Myaard and supported by Trustee Oonk to close the public hearing. Carried. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve RESOLUTION #720 approving the Industrial Facilities Exemption in the amount of $337,215.00 for building improvements, machinery and equipment over 12 years. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.    
b. Public Hearing declared open for ZEELAND FARM SERVICES. Z.F.S. requests an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate. Brian Terborg, Vice President and Controller for Z.F.S, shared with the board Z.F.S.’s desire to build an additional storage facility. Motion by Trustee Zylstra and supported by Treasurer Myaard to close the public hearing. Carried. Clerk Evink made a motion to approve RESOLUTION #718 approving the Industrial Facilities Exemption in the amount of $1,184,000.00 for building expansion and equipment upgrades over 12 years. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner. 
c. Public Hearing declared open for the 2010 ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP BUDGET. Supervisor Nykamp brought several line items to the board’s attention. There will be no raises or cost of living increases in 2010. Revenues expected to decrease 9.8%. The proposed 2010 Budget balances with zero contingencies. Treasurer Myaard motioned and Trustee Oonk supported to close the public hearing. Trustee Zylstra moved to approve the 2010 Budget for $1,892,376.00. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. Nays: Clerk Evink who voted no because she disagreed with the decision to take money out of the general fund for the road and fire fund. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
d. Clerk Evink motioned to approve the 2010 FIRE DEPARTMENT BUDGETS of $172,826.00 for Compensation and $355,651.00 for Operation. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
e. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve the 2010 ROAD FUND BUDGET for $799,302.00. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
f. BOERSEN FARMS requests a PA 116 for 10 years (Farmland & Open Space Preservation Agreement.) Trustee Zylstra moved we grant a PA 116 for a total of 184 acres on 3 requested parcels. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
g. Trustee Barkel moved to approve RESOLUTION #719 installation of 5 new street lights for a total of $400.00 + monthly rate of operation. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner. The new street lights will be at these intersections:
· 92nd & Ransom 
· 64th & New Holland
· 64th & Quincy
· 56th & Perry
· 72nd & Perry 

h. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of the  Drenthe Grove Bike Path Spur on Adams for the original bid of $17,492 plus an additional $838.55 (to repair drain) for a total of $18,330.55.00. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner. 
i. Treasurer Myaard motioned to add $2,709.00 to the Drenthe Grove Association’s 2009 Budget to cover the new section of bike path near the water tower. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.

j. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve Holland Charter Township’s  bid of $39 per hour for snow removal at the township office, Fire Station #3 and the park and ride.  Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Trustee Compagner.

k. Supervisor Nykamp informed the board that Macatawa Greenway merged with Outdoor Discovery Center to become the Outdoor Discovery Center Greenway Partnership. The township’s payment of $6,000.00 originally allocated for Macatawa Greenway will be given to the new partnership. 

7. Committee Reports:
a. MACC & MACC TECH. The group met to approve their 2010 approved projects. The Fred Meijer Trail needs $500,000.00 from private sources in order for the Trail to proceed. 
b. FIRE. The committee went though job descriptions and the policy and procedure book. The committee also needs to recommend a new deputy fire chief to replace Harlan VanRhee who will not seek re-election.
c. CEMETERY. Supervisor Nykamp and Treasurer Myaard removed flags from the cemeteries. The new signs are up at the Scottish Presbyterian and Old Vriesland cemeteries.
d. ROADS. The first coat of asphalt is on Perry Street between 48th and 56th. November 2 is the proposed date for the top coat.
