2. Motion made by Trustee ​​​​​​​​​​Oonk to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2009 meeting.  Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed. Absent: Clerk Evink.

d. The Drenthe Grove Association would like to do some preliminary improvements prior to receiving the grant.   These improvements include deep field draining, digging a pond, leveling dirt, and seeding.  The Board asked for cost estimates and will discuss this at the next meeting.
e. Trustee Zylstra received quotes for the workers’ compensation fund policy from the Michigan Municipal League and from the Accident Fund National Insurance Company for the policy period of July 1 – June 30.   Trustee Compagner made a motion to accept the bid from Accident Fund National Insurance Company for $7153.  Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
4. Committee Reports:

a. CEMETERY.  Trustee Barkel reported that the committee will be getting prices for new signs for the inactive cemeteries.  Supervisor Nykamp will get the surveys done for the Scottish Presbyterian Cemetery which is south of Drenthe.  After the surveys are completed, someone will be hired to clean out the brush.  The committee is also working on an agreement with Bill DeKline regarding an easement by the Old Vriesland Christian Reformed Church Cemetery.
