BOARD MEETING

May 19, 2009
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 5, 2009 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra. 
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the May 5, 2009 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the financial report. Earned Interest on all funds is down. Supervisor Nykamp informed the Board of the need to assess the budget after six months and make adjustments as necessary.
5. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report. Mr. Mannes issued eight new home building permits; a higher than average number of building permits. Holland Hospital will submit a second set of site plans by June 15th and hope to have footings poured by July 15.

6. Business Items:
a. Mr. Tom Jekel presented the new fire department web site for board approval.  The public portion of the site will feature training photos, contact information, Fire Department personnel and Fire Committee members, as well as fire safety information. The private portion of the site will only be accessible by logging in with a username and password. This will be used by fire department members to communicate with each other as well as state and county departments. The board will give their final decision at their June 2, 2009 board meeting.
b. The board discussed adoption of the MICHIGAN PLANNING ACT ORDINANCE. Treasurer Myaard and Zoning Administrator Mannes would like to review the rules and procedures with the Planning Commission before adopting the ordinance.

c. New cemetery signs are in the active cemeteries. Inactive cemeteries should have signs soon. Trustee Barkel ordered the commemorative sign for the Gordon Ellens Trailside Park. 

d. Trustee Compagner made a motion to upgrade the three existing cemetery buildings. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Supervisor Nykamp will solicit bids for the work.
e. Trustee Barkel talked with Ron Hulst concerning lawn care for the Scottish Presbyterian Cemetery. The Cemetery Committee also created a lease agreement for Bill DeKleine concerning use of cemetery land. 

f. The board agreed to Street Light Capitol Improvements on the corners of 52nd Avenue and Byron Road and 72nd Avenue and Perry Street. The cost is approximately $100 per light for installation plus the monthly utility fee. 
g. Treasurer Myaard made a motion to approve the $200 liability policy from Bollenger for ASA Softball Insurance on approval from Drenthe Association concerning waivers. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
7. Committee Reports:

a. PLANNING COMMISSION. Treasurer Myaard reported on the recent meeting.
b. MACC & MACC TECH. Treasurer Myaard reported on the recent meeting. 
c. ROADS.  Supervisor Nykamp and Trustee Zylstra reported on May 12th Ottawa County Road Committee meeting as well as the May 14th Public Hearing. 
8. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Bike paths are progressing nicely. A number of repairs are needed due to washouts.
b. A meeting of the OCEDO (Ottawa County Economic Development Office) will be held on Wednesday, May 27 to discuss the feasibility of this organization incorporating with the Ottawa County Department of Planning. 
c. Ed Zylstra and Glenn Nykamp met with David Tuttle (Township Community Policing Officer), Ottawa County Sheriff Dept., Ottawa County Road Commission, and Michigan State Police to discuss changing speed limits on certain roads within the Township.
d. The township appreciates the time Jerry Fox spent cleaning up trash along Frontage Road.
