BOARD MEETING

February 16, 2010
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on February 16, 2010 at 7:15 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Trustee Compagner.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

a. Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

b. Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.

2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the January 19, 2010 meeting. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. Absent: Compagner.
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Oonk made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Compagner.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave the financial report. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve RESOLUTION #723 NAME CHANGE FROM ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP SEWER TO ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP SEWER CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT ACCOUNT. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Compagner.
5. Building and Zoning Administrator Mannes gave his monthly report.  The Planning Commission met February 9 to discuss the proposed P.U.D. changes to the Copperfield development. The Planning Commission recommends to the ZCT Board the changes proposed. 
6. Business Items:
a. Sergeant Valerie Weiss and Deputy Dave Tuttle of Ottawa County Sheriff Department reported on activity in the township. Sergeant Weis also demonstrated the Ottawa County Sheriffs Mapping web site which allows the sheriffs department access to up to date information on activity in the township. The public can access this site by going to http://www.co.ottawa.mi.us/OnlineServices/ and then selecting Public Incident Mapping under Online Services.
b. Travis Williams, Executive Director of Outdoor Discovery Center Macatawa Greenway updated the board on the August 1, 2009 merger of the Outdoor Discovery Center and Macatawa Greenway Partnership. The reason for merging the two organizations is to better serve the community through an alliance that shares the strengths of both organizations and allows more people to become involved. Greg Holcombe, Secretary on the Board of Directors, provided a historical perspective of Zeeland Charter Township’s role in the development of the Macatawa Greenway. Both gentlemen expressed appreciation for the township’s involvement and seek continued support as they expand educational offerings and look to secure additional land acquisitions.

c. Supervisor Nykamp declared the PUBLIC HEARING OPEN FOR COPPERFIELDS P.U.D. CHANGES (See attached document.) Trustee Zylstra motioned to instruct Attorney Bultje to prepare documentation supporting the revised P.U.D. as proposed, with side yard and rear yard changes discussed (to be reflected on revised plan.) Motion supported by Trustee Barkel. Roll call: all ayes. Absent: Compagner.

d. Trustee Zylstra reported on the on the Road Committee’s recommendations from a recent Public Hearing meeting. 

i. Trustee Zylstra made a motion to pave 72nd South of Adams St. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All ayes. Absent: Compagner.
ii. Trustee Zylstra motioned to authorize the Clerk to designate by Resolution that 88th Ave. between Riley and New Holland a no-through trucks route. If board approves this decision, the Road Committee instructs the Supervisor to talk with the city of Zeeland to discus this issue so that it doesn’t become a hardship to the city. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call. All ayes. Absent: Compagner.
iii. Trustee Zylstra motioned for the board to support the Road Committee’s recommendation to accept the bid from Michigan Chloride Sales in an amount not to exceed $21,600 for 2010 dust control. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All ayes. Absent: Compagner.
e. Clerk Evink motioned to approve the purchase of an office printer for the sum of $629.00. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All ayes. Absent: Compagner.
