BOARD MEETING

May 4, 2010

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 4, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Clerk Evink and Treasurer Myaard. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Barkel.

2. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the April 20, 2010 meeting. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed. Absent: Clerk Evink and Treasurer Myaard.

3.  Nicolette McClure announced her candidacy for U.S. congress, 2nd District to     replace Rep. Pete Hoekstra.  

4.   Business Items:

a. Holland BPW Metro Act Application was presented by Pete Cavanaugh and Ellen Taub.  Holland BPW is requesting access for right-of-way to provide high speed fiber-optics along 84th Ave. to individuals and the new Holland Hospital building.  This would be an extension of their current line that runs down Washington Street.  Mr. Cavanaugh would like to connect on the east side of road and would build on the Great Lakes pole line.  Trustee Zylstra made a motion to approve the Holland BPW Metro Act Application as presented with the new attached map.  Trustee Barkel seconded the motion which passed.

Absent: Clerk Evink and Treasurer Myaard
b. Discussion was held concerning the Combination County Clerk/Register of Deeds Position.  No action taken.

c. Trustee Oonk motioned to support the Macatawa Greenway/Outdoor Discovery Center Funding Request for $6000. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Clerk Evink and Treasurer Myaard.   
5. Committee Reports:

a. Fire Committee – Trustee Compagner reported that the committee is   
   reviewing 4 candidates for the open captain position.
b. Building and Grounds, - The committee will get bids for parking lot      
   maintenance including sealing the cracks, repainting parking lines, etc. to 
  present at the next board meeting.   They will also get bids to take out   
  overgrown trees and reseed those areas.
c. Roads  - The Road Committee is recommending that the township repave 
   the following roads: 
   
Summit Ct,  Fairview Ln, and Crestline Dr. for a cost of $51,095,  
 
  
Bluff Lake St  for $59,235,  
 
  
Bluff Lake Dr. for $53,212.50 
 
  
Logistics Dr. for $57, 750  
Trustee Compagner made motion to approve the request to repave these roads for an estimated total cost of $221,000.   Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously.  
The Ottawa County Road Commission will hold a Public Hearing on the reconstruction of 72nd Ave s/o Adams St on May 13, 2010 @ 11:00am at the OCRC office in Grand Haven.  
d. Parks and Rec – Trustee Oonk reported that Clean-up day at VanZoeren  
  Woods was cancelled due to weather and has been rescheduled for 
   May 15.


6. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Copperfield water main variance.   The Township should see construction beginning this summer.
b. Zeeland BPW Grant - $7500 has been donated for the Gord Ellens Park in Drenthe to build a gazebo. Supervisor Nykamp thanked the BPW.
c. Drenthe Grove Update – work should be completed next week on the pond and grass seeding.   
d. 88th avenue ‘NO TRUCK ROUTE’  - A letter has been sent to 6 companies that have continued using this area as a truck route.

7. Trustee Barkel made a recommendation to start the process of building a bike path bridge over Drenthe Creek along Adams just west of 80th to keep bikes off the main road.  Supervisor Nykamp will look into purchasing warning or stop signs for the current path and will start the process of getting estimates for the bike path bridge.
