BOARD MEETING

September 7, 2010
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on September 7, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.

2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the August 17, 2010 meeting with one change. Item 9.a.; revenue sharing should increase by $6,000.00, not 6%.  Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. 
3. Business Items:
a. Supervisor Nykamp distributed 2011 proposed budgets for the board to review. The proposed budget shows 1.9 million in revenue and 1.9 million in expenditures. Nykamp requested board members submit requests for changes so that he can present a finalized budget at the September 21st board meeting.

b. The board discussed ways to inform the public concerning the proposed Utility Millage slated for November 2, 2010 ballot.

c. Trustee Compagner reported the Drenthe Grove BBQ was a huge success. He heard many favorable comments from BBQ attendees about the additions to the back area in the park. 

d. Supervisor Nykamp received a letter from the Ottawa County Road Commission offering to pay one-third of the $90,000.00 cost to repave 76th Ave. south of Adams if Zeeland Charter Township agrees to pay two-thirds ($60,000.00). Trustee Zylstra motioned to pay 50% or $45,000.00 of the cost to pave 76th Ave. if the OCRC will pay 50%. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

4. Committee Reports:

a. BUILDING /GROUNDS. Clerk Evink requested Conrad Freeman receive payment for cleaning up the landscaping at Fire Station #3. Supervisor Nykamp said a decision would be made by the committee.
b. CEMETERY. Trustee Barkel met with Ken Bosma from Prein & Newhof about paving some of the roads in West Drenthe Cemetery. 

c. ROADS. Trustee Zylstra wondered if anyone had investigated the impact of closing Washington Avenue on township residents.

d. ELECTION. Trustee Barkel questioned Clerk Evink concerning approved election workers and payment received by certain election workers. Clerk Evink explained the circumstances concerning Mr. Roger Evink filling in for Mr. Beltman who had suffered a stroke the night before the election. Clerk Evink also acknowledged she had overpaid the people in question. The amount will be deducted from their November pay.
e. CARETAKERS. Clerk Evink asked for approval to send payment to the caretakers for their 2010 work. Trustee Zylstra agreed to approve payment by way of issuing checks.

5. Supervisor’s Report.

a. Adams/80th Bike Path Bridge Update. Scott Post of Prein & Newhof recommended waiting until next spring to build the bridge.  All of the required permits are not ready to begin construction this fall.

b. Supervisor Nykamp would like the board to consider not plowing the bike paths during the winter months.

c. Supervisor Nykamp thanked Trustee Compagner for his work erecting the gazebo in Gord Ellens Park. Trustee Compagner mentioned that additional landscaping is needed behind and around the gazebo. Supervisor Nykamp suggested hiring outside help to complete the project. 

d. Ottawa County Road Commission agreed to lower the speed limit to 45 mph on Perry St. between 92nd and 96th. Trustee Zylstra recommended accepting the lower speed. 

e. Supervisor Nykamp informed the board that Zoning Administrator Mannes is taking the proper steps to issue a citation to Buckeye Dev. Inc.
