
ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP

BOARD MEETING

June 7, 2011
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on June 7, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Compagner, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.
2. Motion made by Trustee Compagner to approve the minutes of the May 17, 2011 meeting. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. 
3. Business Items:
a. Public Hearing declared open. Mr. Jason Granger of Granger Group presented proposed mixed use PUD improvements for Park Place Development. Three distinct areas include: General Commercial District for a possible hotel, pharmacy, restaurant, and shops. The Mixed Use District centers around Holland Hospital and the Office/Flex Use District will be along the south part of the property. Trustee Zylstra motioned to close the Public Hearing. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed. The board received a recommendation from the Planning Commission for FIRST READING OF ORDINANCE NO. 359  PARK PLACE DEVELOPMENT PUD CHANGES. 
b. Ottawa County Treasurer Brad Slagh explained several options available to the township concerning Woodbridge LLC property. 

c. Treasurer Slagh described the 2011 Apportionment results. There will be new splits within municipalities; however Mr. Slagh foresees no legal problems.
d. Mr. Rich Brand discussed possible improvements for Van Zoeren Woods. Mr. Brand would like to have Van Zoeren Woods designated an historic landmark with fitness trails and historical markers.  

e. Clerk Evink motioned to approve SiteWorks Solution’s low bid of $58,438 for Drenthe Grove Park improvements to construct a 2nd tennis court, basketball court, and move the sand volleyball court. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
f. The board will inquire into the timeframe for Ottawa County Park’s continuation of the bike path from the Fred Meijer Trail. The Fred Meijer Trail will stop at 76th and Byron Road. Zeeland Charter Township will need to construct a bridge across the river before Ottawa County Parks will begin their path.  
g. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve purchasing a laptop computer for Deputy Tuttle/ OCSD for the amount of $1170. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Ayes: Oonk, Evink, Nykamp, Myaard, Barkel, Zylstra. Nays: Compagner.
h. Clerk Evink motioned to approve hiring Darla Elzinga for the township office janitor position at $13.00 per hour. Trustee Compagner supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 

i. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve the low bid of $1810 from Top Notch Tree Services to remove several trees on township property. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote.
4. Committee Reports:

a. ROADS. 72nd Ave south of Adams will receive asphalt; 72nd between Byron Rd. and Perry St. will be upgraded.
5. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Synagro will apply wastewater bio-solids on property within the township. 
b. Supervisor Nykamp invited the board to tour the Wyoming Water Treatment Plant.
c. Fred Meijer Trail ground breaking occurred June 2. Actual construction is scheduled to begin June 8, 2011 at Kenowa Ave. and Quincy St. in Jamestown.
d. Zeeland Public Schools requested an option to put water and sewer assessments for the new elementary school on Adams on a payment schedule. Supervisor Nykamp would like to meet with willing members of the board to discuss the issue before making a recommendation to the board.

e. The board recommended giving Vern Sommers of Buckeye Development 30 days to remove equipment and one year to remove the crushed gravel pile from his 5860 Byron Rd. property. Supervisor Nykamp will have Attorney Bultje write up an agreement stating the conditions for removal. 
6. Board comment.
a. Trustee Zylstra requested variation in the roll call voting.

b. Clerk Evink inquired about bids for Vriesland Cemetery drive and was informed that Prein & Newhof is working on creating a bid package.

c. Trustee Compagner informed the board that the Scottish Presbyterian Cemetery could use crushed concrete on the drive.
