
ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP

BOARD MEETING

October 4, 2011
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on October 4, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Treasurer Myaard.
2. Motion made by Trustee Barkel to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2011 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 
3. Business Items:
a. Public Hearing for the 2012 Proposed General Fund Budget declared open. Supervisor Nykamp reviewed the 2012 budget. Trustee Zylstra motioned to close the public hearing. Treasurer Myaard supported. Carried.  
b. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve $41.00 hourly for 2011-2012 snow plowing of the Town hall, Fire Station #3, and Park & Ride. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. 
c. Supervisor Nykamp reported the bike paths would be plowed this winter. The Fred Meijer Trail will be plowed from 76th Ave. to Air Park Drive. Bike path maintenance costs approximately $900 per mile. Zeeland Township has approximately 15 miles of paths. 

d. Trustee Replacement Procedure. Resumes of interested applicants must be in the office by noon October 25, 2011. Interviews will be held during the first two weeks of November with an appointment made before Nov. 14, 2011.
4. Committee Reports:

a. FIRE. Ad hoc committee met several times. Interviews conducted for open lieutenant position.  
b. BUILDING /GROUNDS. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve contracting Mr. Rick Cook to pour a concrete pad for a sum not to exceed $1,500 to install an outdoor table and 4 – 6’ benches at the township hall. Treasurer Myaard and Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Roll call vote: ayes – Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, and Oonk. Nays – Evink.
c. CEMETERY. Supervisor Nykamp directed the cemetery committee to create a cremation policy. 
d. LANDFILL/CITIZEN. Supervisor Nykamp will meet with Waste Management and Attorney Bultje to create a use agreement. 
5. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. 72nd Ave received valley gutters and a partial asphalt base coat to prevent erosion on hillsides.  

b. Fred Meijer Trail should be completely finished by December.  Trustee Oonk motioned to transfer $200,000 from the bike path reserve fund to the Fred Meijer Trail. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion. Carried 
c. Tree removal projects in cemetery, town hall and fire station completed. Mr. Jack Seinen will do restoration.  
d. Supervisor Nykamp, Treasurer Myaard and Trustees Oonk, Barkel and Zylstra will attend the MTA Conference. 
e. Mr. Summers continues to work on removing equipment from his Byron Road property.
