October 18, 2011
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on October 18, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Zylstra.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the October 4, 2011 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave his financial report.
5. Zoning Administrator gave his report. 
6. Business Items:
a. Industrial Woodworking Corporation – Personal Property IFT.
i. Public hearing declared open for an application for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate for Industrial Woodworking Corporation. Mr. Richard Van Oosterhout, C.O.O. of Industrial Woodworking Corp. presented the need for an IFT and requested a cost value expansion to the IFT to a total of $366,800. Treasurer Myaard motioned to close public hearing. Carried.
ii. Clerk Evink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 747 FOR AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE IN THE AMOUNT OF $366,800 FOR INDUSTRIAL WOODWORKING CORPORATION. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.
b. Zeeland Farm Services Inc. – Grain Bin and Equipment IFT. 

i. Public hearing declared open for an application for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate for Zeeland Farm Services Inc. Mr. Tim Derks, Senior Accountant at ZFS, presented the need for additional soybean processing equipment. Trustee Zylstra motioned to close public hearing. Treasurer Myaard supported. Carried. 
ii. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 748 FOR AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,739,000 FOR ZEELAND FARM SERVICES. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.
c. Zeeland Farm Services Inc. - Office and Equipment IFT.
i. Public hearing declared open for an application for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate for Zeeland Farm Services Inc. Mr. Derks presented the need for additional office space for the expanding business. Trustee Barkel motioned to close the public hearing. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion. Carried.
ii. Clerk Evink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 749 FOR AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE IN THE AMOUNT OF $530,000 FOR ZEELAND FARM SERVICES. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.
d. Zeeland Farm Services Inc. - Personal Property IFT.

i. Public hearing declared open for an application for an Industrial Facilities Exemption Certificate for Zeeland Farm Services Inc. Trustee Barkel motioned to close the public hearing. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion. Carried. 
ii. Clerk Evink motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 750 FOR AN INDUSTRIAL FACILITIES EXEMPTION CERTIFICATE IN THE AMOUNT OF $400,000 FOR ZEELAND FARM SERVICES. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.

e. Gentex Corporation – Development District.
i. Public hearing declared open to consider establishing an Industrial Development District for Gentex Corporation. Mr. Scott Heerema, Director of Facilities for Gentex presented the request. Trustee Barkel motioned to close the public hearing. Trustee Oonk supported the motion. Carried.
ii. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 751 FOR AN INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT CONSISTING APPROXIMATELY OF 140 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED GENERALLY IN THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF THE INTERSECTION OF RILEY STREET AND 88TH AVENUE FOR GENTEX CORPORATION. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed. All Ayes.  

f. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve a final payment of $5,694.45 for the Adams Street Bike Path Bridge. Total cost of the bridge is $44,900. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.
g. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve payment of $12,148.67 for 2011 budgeted items for Drenthe Grove. Trustee Oonk supported the motioned which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.
h. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve payment in the amount of $43,199.52 out of unreserved General Funds for Brower Drain and payment for remaining drain projects totaling $35,778.37 to be paid at settlement. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes. 
i. 2012 Budgets.

i. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve the 2012 General Fund Budget of $2,029,660. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.

ii. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve the 2012 Road Budget totaling $753,600. Clerk Evink supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes.
iii. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve the 2012 Fire Operating budget totaling $335,550. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All Ayes. 
7. Committee Reports 
a. FIRE. 
i. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve Ryan Cook and Steve Hop as new fire fighters for Station No.  2. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed.
ii. The committee established training hours for equipment.
b. CEMETERY. 
i. Committee is considering amending the ordinance pertaining to cremations.  

ii. Committee is looking at amending sextant payment.
iii. Trustee Barkel inquired about BS&A mapping software for cemeteries. Supervisor Nykamp will report back to the committee.
iv. Committee would like to add landscaping around the signs at the Old Vriesland Cemetery.
c. LANDFILL/CITIZEN. Trustee Barkel motioned to pay up to $15,000 from the Parks reserved fund for a baseline environmental study for the future recreational area at Autumn Hills Landfill to be reimbursed by Waste Management. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All ayes. 
8. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Fred Meijer trail costs are going to increase.
b. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve paying Supervisor Nykamp $25 per month for a phone data plan. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. All ayes. 

c. Supervisor Nykamp will attend the Zeeland Chamber of Commerce dinner and the ribbon cutting for Power Jet Massage. 
d. Max Bus fares totaled $284 for the quarter. 
9. Additional Board Comment

a. Trustee Barkel inquired about the sign and ditch on Adams and 88th Ave. Supervisor Nykamp replied it will be finished next spring.
