GUIDELINES FOR PAYING INVOICES
The following guidelines were discussed at the November 1, 2011 Township Board Meeting:


1. All invoices will be on the Clerk’s desk by noon on the Monday prior to the third Tuesday Board Meeting.

2. Invoices received after noon and before Tuesday’s meeting can be paid and a separate list given to the Board if the Clerk feels it is necessary that the invoice is paid.
3. All invoices need to be approved by the Supervisor.
4. Invoices received after noon will be held over and paid at the next Board Meeting.

5. Invoices received approved by the Supervisor during the month will be paid at that time if they have a due date/payment charge that is earlier than the third Tuesday. The Clerk will enter the invoices and issue the checks.

6. The check reports will be completed by 5:00 p.m. on the Monday prior to the third Tuesday Board Meeting date.

7. The check reports will be e-mailed to the Board Members on Monday.

8. Discussion regarding the invoices will take place at the Board Meeting.
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
