BOARD MEETING

November 15, 2011
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on November 15, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. Absent: Barkel.
1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Oonk.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the November 1, 2011 Board Meeting. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel.
3. Motion made by Trustee Zylstra to approve the minutes of the November 2, 2011 Special Board Meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel.

4. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2011 Special Board Meeting. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel.

5. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve payment of bills as submitted. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel. 
6. Treasurer Myaard gave his financial report. 
7. Zoning Administrator Mannes processed five building permits for new homes and one commercial building permit for Baker College Truck Driving School to be located in the ALTL building on the corner of Adams Street and 96th Ave.
8. Business Items:
a. Deputy David Tuttle gave the Zeeland Charter Township Community Policing Officer Report. Police intervention demand remains similar to previous years. Deputies Ortman, Jules, and Tuttle responded to approximately 2,800 calls this year. Deputy Tuttle thanked the Board for the laptop and cited its value in making his work more efficient. 
b. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 752 ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP’S 2012 MEETING SCHEDULE. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed. Absent: Barkel.
c. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve Bruce Brock as Fire Station #2 Lieutenant. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel.
d. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve expenses for the MTA Conference including registration fees, $40 per day per diem, hotel cost of $130 per day. The $65 per spouse dinner cost will be reimbursed to the township. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. The Board selected Trustee Barkel to carry the flag at the conference. Absent: Barkel. 
e. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve a $15 per person fee but forego the $70 meeting fee for the Ottawa County MTA Banquet on Dec. 5. Board members Zylstra, Myaard, Oonk, Barkel, and Nykamp will attend with their spouses. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed with a roll call vote. Absent: Barkel. 
f. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve ORDINANCE NO. 360 REZONING THE PYLE PROPERTY ON QUINCY STREET AND 88TH AVE. Trustee Brink supported he motion. Carried. Absent: Barkel.

a. MACC & MACC TECH. Treasurer Myaard encouraged Supervisor Nykamp to apply for a CMACC grant for a bike path on 64th Ave. between Byron Road and Adams Street.
b.  LANDFILL/CITIZEN. Prein & Newhof received the award to do the environmental testing at the landfill.

a. Supervisor Nykamp received messages from Mr. Josh Wise and Mr. Rich DeLeau thanking the Board for the opportunity to interview for the open trustee position.
