ZEELAND CHARTER TOWNSHIP
BOARD MEETING

March 20, 2012

The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on March 20, 2012 at 7:00 pm in the Township hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra.

1. Supervisor Nykamp called the meeting to order.

Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.
Invocation offered by Trustee Brink.
2. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve the minutes of March 6, 2012 with a change to item 7.b. wording. Trustee Brink supported the motion. Motion Carried.

a. Original wording, “Resolution No. 758 for a $10,000 increase to the $215,000 cost to place a traffic signal on the corner of 88th Ave. and Riley St. for the Gentex expansion.”

b. New wording, “RESOLUTION NO. 758 FOR A $10,000 INCREASE FOR THE INSTALLATION OF A TRAFFIC SIGNAL TO THE 88TH AVE. IMPROVEMENTS FOR THE GENTEX EXPANSION. TOTAL IMPROVEMENTS WILL COST $225,000.”
3. Clerk’s Report. 
a. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve payment of General, Fire, and Payroll bills. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
b. Clerk Evink presented the Byron Road Sewer Bonds for payment. Trustee Oonk supported the motion to pay $121,000 in bond payments. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
4. Treasurer’s Report. Settlement with the county is complete. 
5. Zoning Administrator’s Report. Building is picking up in the township. Several commercial projects are in progress and there is interest in developing Phase II on one of the Byron Road developments. 
6. Business Items.

a. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve ORDINANCE NO. 365 REZONING PARCEL #70-17-07-200-026 FROM R-2 TO INDUSTRIAL. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

b. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve ORDINANCE NO. 364 REZONING PARCEL #70-17-16-300-007 FROM AG. TO INDUSTRIAL. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

c. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve our annual fee of $3,172 for the Ottawa County Economic Development Office. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

d. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve paying $2,625 to OCEDO for the Gentex-MDOT project. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.

e. Supervisor Nykamp reported the Board of Review heard 12 appeals for real property and 3 for personal property. 
7. Committee Reports.

a. ELECTION. 

i. ZCT paid $2,080 to mail voter identification cards to notify voters of the change in their County Commissioner. Trustee Zylstra requested Supervisor Nykamp write a letter of complaint to the commissioners. He does not feel the township should pay for a mailing caused by the commissioner’s action.
ii. The May 8th election for Hudsonville Schools will hold all precincts in the township hall. The board requested Clerk Evink submit a bill to Hudsonville Schools for the cost of mailing the notification to the voters.

iii. Clerk Evink has the nominating petitions and affidavit applications for anyone interested in running for a Zeeland Township Board position. All documentation must be submitted in the Clerk’s office by 4 pm. on May 15, 2012.

iv. Trustee Barkel requested a demonstration of laptop voting.
8. Attorney issues. Supervisor Nykamp met with Attorney Bultje and Mr. Glupker from Prein & Newhof to discuss a development agreement with Gentex Corp.
9. Supervisor’s Report.
a. Supervisor Nykamp will meet with MDOT to discuss the Gentex 88th Ave. project this Thursday.

b. Supervisor Nykamp will meet with Utility Financial Solutions on Thursday to discuss joining with the City of Zeeland’s waste water system.

c. Supervisor Nykamp asked Trustees Zylstra, Brink, and Oonk to form a committee to evaluate the need for an accountant position.

d. Supervisor Nykamp inquired of Zoning Administrator Mannes the progress on the new Master Plan. Mr. Mannes reported the Planning Commission will discuss needed changes at their next meeting.
