BOARD MEETING

May 15, 2012
The Zeeland Charter Township Board held a Regular Board meeting on May 15, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. in the Township Hall at 6582 Byron Road, Zeeland, Michigan. Members present: Supervisor Nykamp, Clerk Evink, Treasurer Myaard, Trustees Barkel, Brink, Oonk, and Zylstra. 

1. Supervisor Glenn Nykamp called the meeting to order. 

                Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

                Invocation offered by Trustee Barkel.

2. Motion made by Trustee Oonk to approve the minutes of the May 1, 2012 meeting. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed. 
3. Clerk Evink presented the bills for payment. Trustee Barkel made a motion to approve payment of bills as submitted. Trustee Zylstra supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
4. Treasurer Myaard gave his financial report. 
5. Zoning Administrator Mannes reported no new home permits were pulled during the month of April. Mr. Mannes also mentioned the Planning Commission may need to review the ordinance concerning accessory building placement.  
6. Business Items:
a.  Approve Fire and Road Millage Requests for August 7, 2012 Primary Election. 
i. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 759 TO RENEW THE CURRENT ROAD MILLAGE OF 1 MILL ON THE AUGUST 7 PRIMARY BALLOT. Treasurer Myaard supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote.
ii. Trustee Oonk motioned to approve RESOLUTION NO. 760 TO RENEW FIRE MILLAGE OF 1 MILL ON THE AUGUST 7 PRIMARY BALLOT. Trustee Barkel supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
b. Treasurer Myaard motioned to approve spending $2427 toward the Holland 4th of July Fireworks sponsored by MACC. Trustee Brink supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. 
c. Trustee Zylstra motioned to approve an RESOLUTION NO. 761 CONTRACT WITH MACATAWA AREA EXPRESS (MAX) for an automatically renewing contract to provide transportation for residents needing transportation home from the Spectrum Health/Zeeland Community Hospital. The contract allows for a 2% increase per year. Trustee Barkel supported the motion. Ayes: Zylstra, Barkel, Myaard, Nykamp, Evink and Oonk. Nays: Brink
d. Trustee Barkel motioned to approve ORDINANCE NO. 366 TO REZONE PARCEL 70-17-21-200-038 FROM AG TO R-2 consisting of 40 acres along Byron Road and 76th Ave. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Trustee Zylstra requested a map of proposed rezoned property at future meetings. Supervisor Nykamp directed Zoning Administrator Mannes to send the Board Members same information the Planning Commission receives. 
e. Trustee Brink motioned to approve purchasing a $250 commemorative 16” x 16” paver for the Fred Meijer Pioneer Trail Memorial Park. Trustee Oonk supported the motion which passed unanimously with a roll call vote. Supervisor Nykamp will submit an inscription for the paver. 

f. Trustee Brink informed the board of several meetings he has had with other area townships concerning financial reporting. 
7. Committee Reports:

a. BOARD OF APPEAL. Received a request from Todd Gerig to construct an accessory building in front of his house. Permission was granted due to no access to the buildable area in the back yard.
b. MACC & MACC TECH. 
i. Discussed MDOT’s plans to construct a new cloverleaf at I-196 and M-40 in 2013. 

ii. May 14-17, 2012 is green commute week. 
c. CEMETERY. Supervisor Nykamp inquired about a cemetery lot buy back policy. Clerk Evink stated ZCT does not have such a policy.  
d. ROADS. 
i. Clerk Evink inquired about a final billing for 72nd Ave. Supervisor Nykamp and Trustee Zylstra will submit a request to the Ottawa County Road Commission.
ii. Construction will begin Sept. 10 for Michigan indirect left turn lane on Business I-196 and 92nd Ave./Maple St. 
iii. Supervisor Nykamp will attend a Precon meeting May 18th for June-July repaving on Byron Road east of 64th Ave. 
e. PARKS/RECREATION. Supervisor Nykamp received a preliminary sketch for a parking lot at Van Zoeren Woods.
f. LANDFILL/CITIZEN. A preliminary meeting will be held on May 23 to discuss the formation of the solid waste committee. 
g. ELECTION. 
i. All members of the Board of Trustees are seeking reelection. 
ii. 24 people voted in the Hudsonville Public School May 8th election. 
8. Supervisor’s Report. 
a. Chapter 20 Drain needs $7500 in repairs. 
b. May 21 is the deadline for “Time to Tout Your Township” submissions.

c. A ribbon cutting ceremony for the Fred Meijer trail is May 25th at Spring Grove Park. 
d. Supervisor Nykamp asked the Trustees to help at the Aug. 18th Drenthe Grove picnic. 
9. Additional Board Comment.

a. Clerk Evink asked if the bike path will be paved beyond the West End addition to the Fred Meijer Trail. Supervisor Nykamp informed Clerk Evink that Upper Mac Trails owns the property and will connect if a grant is approved for construction of the remainder of the trail in 2013.
